May Day and Beyond

The Radical Contexts of the Struggle for Immigrant Justice

WHAT THIS IS ABOUT

his publication is being distributed in numerous cities across North
America by the North American No Border Network. It is not an at-
tempt to control or to speak for the emerging movement of immigrants.
We are only a few dozens community organizers and collectives in a
handful of cities. We seek dialogue to unify our struggles against racism,

war and oppression.

This is an important moment. Millions are taking to the streets to de-
clare “Ya Basta!”. Through our unity, we are beginning to determine the fu-
ture. The massive struggle for immigrant rights is bigger than opposition to
the racist HR 4437. We seek to recognize the dignity and rights of all people,

May Day is almost unknown
in the United States, but it

began here. It commemorates the
movement for an 8-hour workday
involving millions of Americans
in the 1880’s. Then, people had no
right to overtime and like many
workers today, most people got no
health care or other benefits from
their employers.

On May 1st, 1886, thousands
of workers in Chicago and across
the country held a one day general
strike. During the strike, a bomb was
thrown into a crowd of police, kill-
ing several. Three days later, eight
leaders of the strike were arrested,
and most were sentenced to death.
Four were hung before the remain-
der were pardoned as a result of sus-
tained demands for their release.

May Day became the interna-
tional holiday of working people,
to remember the struggles of North
Americans for economic justice. It is
celebrated publicly in almost every
country, except for the United States.

There are many parallels be-
tween the first May Day and to-
day’s movement for justice. Like in
1886, the most exploited workers in
America today are immigrants. Im-
migrants came to American cities
like Chicago desperate for any work
because they were forced from Eu-
rope by poverty and injustice, just
as trade agreements like NAFTA
and CAFTA force people off their
land in Latin America today. Chi-
cago in 1886 was in many ways like
Ciudad Judrez or other border cit-

and to work together to create a world where no human being is illegal.

HISTORY OF MAY DAY

ies are now, where manufacturing
plants producing for the biggest
corporations in the world locate to
exploit workers who are paid little
and have few rights.

Like then, the movement today
is led by immigrants, and it speaks
many languages. Organizers in
1886 published newspapers in Eng-
lish, German, Italian and Yiddish to
reach the workers in the maquila,
construction, and agricultural in-
dustries of their time. Like today,
politicians used fear of immigrants’
supposed differences from ‘normal
Americans’ to divide working peo-
ple by language, national origin,
and culture. Immigrants were dis-
criminated against and demonized
because they demanded human
rights and justice.

Today, as in the past, immigrants
to America are exploited and de-
nied basic human rights. And, like
the first Mayday, the struggle of
those immigrants to assert their
rights is important for the rights of
all people.

Free Trade without Free Movement

On Jan. 1. 1994, the North Ameri-
can Free Trade Agreement (NAFTA)
went into effect, liberalizing trade
and investment across Mexico, Can-
ada and the United States.

NAFTA eliminated support and
protection of farmers in Mexico,
while allowing subsidies to con-
tinue in the U.S. The result was the
exporting of huge quantities of agri-

cultural goods such as corn, sold cheaper
than the Mexican equivalents. NAFTA
also made it easier for foreign factories
to move to Mexico, where they can pay
workers very little yet sell the products
for higher prices. This also hurts work-
ers in the United States, because it makes
it harder for them to assert their rights
without losing their jobs.

As a consequence of all this, many
small farmers in Mexico and their fami-
lies have had to leave their homes and
their land to survive. They traveled to cit-
ies in Mexico or across the border, where
they are exploited by the same companies
that are stealing their land.

The border between the U.S. and Mex-
ico did not always exist. For thousands of
years, people moved freely across the re-
gion. When U.S. soldiers occupied Mexi-
co City and forced Mexico to cede half its
territory to the United States, the border
was arbitrarily created. It remains a fic-
tion created by people and politics. This
is why they must build walls and post
thousands of Border Patrol agents.

The U.S. must continue to assert its
conquest of territory in order to control
the people who live there. The purpose
of the border is to divide us. Goods and
capital move freely between the United
States and Mexico. Human beings, on

the other hand, must risk death in order
to work and to reunite with their families.
Since the border walls were created, more
than 4,000 people have died crossing the
border. By denying us freedom and by di-
viding us, we are all more easily exploit-
ed. To win our rights and our dignity we
must reach beyond the border and under-
stand that our struggles are united.

The Border Industrial Complex

With or without new immigration leg-
islation, an elaborate system of surveil-
lance, control, detention and deportation
is growing every day, in silence. It is a
system augmented by neo-liberal privati-
zation: private prisons, private detention
centers, private borders, private wars-all
funded with public money. While it is im-
portant to struggle against HR 4437, and
similar racist legislation, we must not let
it distract us from additional mechanisms
that are also attacking immigrant com-
munities and militarizing the border ev-
ery day.

A militarized border and a terrorized
immigrant community means profit for
the world’s largest military contractors.
Raytheon, Halliburton, Northrop Gru-
mann, and Lockheed Martin, the largest
private military contractors in Iraq, are
now getting into the “border wars.” For
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pressure.

example, Halliburton subsidiary Kellogg,
Brown & Root (KBR) has been given more
than $12 billion worth of contracts to “re-
build” Iraq and have hired about 35,000
“third country nationals”—read undocu-
mented immigrants—to do the job. The
same company was recently granted $385
million to build detention facilities in
the U.S,, in case of an “emergency influx
of immigrants.” (Pacific NewsService,
2.21.06).

Among the private projects that will
be funded are two frightening Depart-
ment of Homeland Security proposals,
the Secure Border Initiative, which would
create a multi-billion dollar “virtual net”
surveillance system along the entire U.S.
Mexico border, and Endgame: a Deten-
tion and Removal Strategy for a Secure
Homeland, which is meant to “increase
the capability to remove all removable
aliens” from the United States.

The border these private corporations
will build and the detention centers they
will construct, will be used—along with
an army of border patrol agents—to break
the back of any who refuse to participate
in the exploitative bracero work program
that is likely to be created by congress in
the coming weeks.
