The quality of cause of death coding is affected by a range of factors including delays in

finalising coronial processes.  Paragraphs 22 to 29 of the Explanatory Notes explain some

recent improvements in the quality of cause of death coding as well as highlighting areas

where both the level of recorded deaths attributed to certain causes, and observed

changes over time in those causes, are likely to have been affected by delays in finalising

a cause.

CA U T I O N

This publication now includes indirect standardised death rates for underlying cause of

death by selected countries of birth (table 1.9). These were previously released in

Deaths, Australia (3302.0). From the 2004 collection and onwards, they will be released

as part of this publication.

CH A N G E S TO TH I S I S S U E

This publication brings together statistics and indicators for deaths, including perinatal

deaths, registered in Australia in 2004. These statistics have been compiled from data

made available to the Australian Bureau of Statistics (ABS) by the Registrar of Births,

Deaths and Marriages in each state or territory.

All deaths registered in 2004 have been coded using the tenth revision of the

International Classification of Diseases and Related Health Problems (ICD-10) as

released by the World Health Organisation.
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There were 132,508 deaths registered in 2004, a higher number of deaths than the

132,292 registered in 2003. However, the standardised death rate recorded in 2004 was

626 deaths per 100,000 population, lower than the standardised death rate of 642 deaths

per 100,000 population for 2003 and 1994 (813 deaths per 100,000 population).

Males accounted for 68,395 (51.6%) deaths registered in 2004, similar to the proportions

in previous years with 68,330 (51.7%) in 2003 and 68,885 (51.5%) in 2002. Female deaths

totalled 64,113 (48.4%) in 2004, 63,962 (48.3%) in 2003 and 64,822 (48.5%) in 2002.

The standardised death rate for males in 2004 was 770 deaths per 100,000, a decrease

from 792 per 100,000 in 2003 and 1034 deaths per 100,000 in 1994. Over the same

period, female standardised death rates have also decreased from 646 per 100,000

population in 1994 and 523 in 2003, to 511 per 100,000 in 2004.

The Northern Territory recorded the highest standardised death rate (822 deaths per

100,000 population) in 2004, while the ACT recorded the lowest rate (562 deaths per

100,000 population). While the Northern Territory had the highest death rate, it also

experienced the largest declines of any state or territory from 892 deaths per 100,000

population in 2003 and from 1,227 deaths per 100,000 population in 1994.

Malignant neoplasms were the main underlying cause for 37,989 deaths, accounting for

28.7% of all deaths in 2004. This was a slight increase from the 37,558 (28.4%) deaths

with Malignant neoplasms as the main underlying cause in 2003. Ischaemic heart disease

was the underlying cause of 24,576 deaths in 2004, and 25,439 deaths in 2003. This

represents 18.5% and 19.2% of all deaths in 2004 and 2003 respectively. As the graph

below shows, the gap between the proportion of deaths due to Malignant neoplasms and

Ischaemic heart disease continues to widen. Since 1994, the proportion of deaths due to

Ischaemic heart disease has consistently decreased from 24.1% to 18.5%, while the

proportion of deaths due to Malignant neoplasms has increased from 26.6% to 28.7%.

CA U S E S OF DE A T H

All deaths registered in 2004 have been coded using the tenth revision of the

International Classification of Diseases and Related Health Problems (ICD-10) as

released by the World Health Organization.

I N T R O D U C T I O N
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There have been decreases for most types of cancers between 1994 and 2004. The

standardised death rate from Malignant neoplasms was 181 deaths per 100,000

population in 2004 compared with 210 per 100,000 in 1994.

Deaths from cancers of the Digestive organs fell from 59 deaths per 100,000 population

in 1994 to 50 per 100,000 in 2004. More specifically, the largest decrease was for Colon

cancer, which fell from 22 deaths per 100,000 in 1994 to 13 deaths per 100,000

population in 2004.

The standardised death rate increased 3 to 4 per 100,000 for cancer of the Liver and

intrahepatic bile ducts from.

The standardised death rate for males from Malignant neoplasms decreased from 279 to

231 per 100,000 population between 1994 and 2004. The corresponding decrease for

females was from 161 per 100,000 in 1994 to 143 per 100,000 in 2004.

There were other major decreases in the standardised death rate in particular types of

cancers for males between 1994 and 2004. Deaths from cancers of the Digestive organs

fell from 75 to 62 deaths per 100,000 population between 1994 and 2004. The

standardised death rate from Prostate cancer fell from 43 per 100,000 in 1994 to 32 per

100,000 in 2004.

There was also a major decrease in male deaths from Trachea, bronchus and lung

cancers, which fell from 67 per 100,000 in 1994 to 50 per 100,000 in 2004.

There were increases in the standardised death rate in particular types of cancers for

males between 1994 and 2004. These include cancer of the Liver and intrahepatic bile

ducts from 5 to 6 per 100,000 and Melanoma of skin from 8 to 9 per 100,000.

For females there was a decrease in deaths from Breast cancer, which fell from 31 deaths

per 100,000 of the female population in 1994 to 23 deaths per 100,000 in 2004. Female

deaths from cancers of the Digestive organs fell from 46 to 39 per 100,000 population

between 1994 and 2004.

For females, the standardised death rate increased for Liver and intrahepatic bile ducts

from 2 to 3 per 100,000, Bladder from 2 to 3 per 100,000 and Trachea, bronchus and lung

from 21 to 22 per 100,000.

MA L I G N A N T NE O P L A S M S
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External causes relate to deaths from accidents, poisonings and violence. In 2004,

External causes accounted for 7,966 deaths, or 6.0% of all registered deaths.  This was a

slight increase from 2003 when 7,749 deaths (5.9%) were attributed to external causes.

The standardised death rate was 39 per 100,000 of population in 2004, a decrease from

the corresponding rate for 1994 (42 per 100,000) .

EX T E R N A L CA U S E S

The standardised death rate for Ischaemic heart disease was 115 deaths per 100,000

population in 2004 compared with 200 deaths per 100,000 in 1994.

The standardised death rate for Acute myocardial infarction, which in 2004 accounted for

51.9% of all Ischaemic heart disease deaths, fell from 124 deaths per 100,000 population

in 1994 to 60 deaths per 100,000 in 2004.

The percentage decreases for males and females over this period were very similar but

the standardised death rates were different. In 2004, there were 151 male deaths per

100,000 males and 86 per 100,000 females. This compares to the standardised death

rates in 1994 which were 262 per 100,000 for males and 152 per 100,000 for females.

I S C H A E M I C HE A R T

D I S E A S E
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Years of potential life lost is a measure of premature mortality for deaths occurring

between the ages of 1 year and 78 years inclusive. (Refer to the Technical Note for

further detail). In 2004, the estimates of years of potential life lost (YPLL) were 615,527

years for males and 339,226 years for females for all causes of death. This represents a

decrease from 2003 for both males and females, when the estimated YPLL was 637,067

and 349,445 respectively.

There was a slight increase in the proportion of the YPLL from Malignant Neoplasms

from 30.1% for males in 2003 to 30.4% in 2004. In contrast, the proportion of the YPLL

from Malignant Neoplasms for females decreased slightly from 44.2% in 2003 to 43.6% in

2004. The proportion of the YPLL from Ischaemic heart disease for males was 13.4% for

both 2003 and 2004 however there was a slight decrease for females from 7.0% in 2003 to

6.5% in 2004.

As years of potential life lost takes age at death into account, the proportion of YPLL for

particular causes will vary compared to those causes as a proportion of deaths in the 1-78

years age group. Major contributors to YPLL are deaths in younger age groups and large

numbers of deaths in older age groups within the 1-78 years group.

For males there is a difference between the proportion of the YPLL from Malignant

Neoplasms (30.4%) and the proportion of all male deaths aged 1-78 years from the same

underlying cause (37.5%). There is very little difference for females between the

proportion of years of potential life lost (43.6%) and the proportion of all female deaths

aged 1-78 years with Malignant neoplasms as the underlying cause (43.5%).

YE A R S OF PO T E N T I A L

L I F E LO S T ( Y P L L )

While data on deaths of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Australians are considered

to be affected by underenumeration (see Explanatory Notes, paragraph 23, for further

information), a comparison of causes of Indigenous deaths with non-Indigenous deaths

highlights some major differences.

Indigenous and non-Indigenous persons have the same two leading causes of death,

although they are proportionally different. In 2004, Ischaemic heart diseases were the

main cause of 16.3% of all Indigenous deaths compared to 18.6% of non-Indigenous

deaths. Malignant neoplasms were the cause of 16.6% of all indigenous deaths and 29.0%

of all non-Indigenous deaths.

Deaths due to Diabetes mellitus were higher among Indigenous persons (7.3%) than

among non-Indigenous persons (2.6%). External causes accounted for 14.3% of

Indigenous deaths compared with 5.8% of non-Indigenous deaths, with Intentional

self-harm contributing 4.2% of all Indigenous deaths compared with 1.5% of all

non-Indigenous deaths. (see Explanatory Note 31 for more information on coding of

DE A T H S OF IN D I G E N O U S

PE O P L E

Taking into account issues surrounding the coding of Intentional self-harm (see

Explanatory Note 27), there were 2,098 deaths attributed to Intentional

self-harm(suicide) in 2004, less than the 2,213 deaths in 2003. The standardised death

rate from suicide in 2004 was 17 per 100,000 males and 4 per 100,000 females, which

were both decreases from the respective rates recorded in 2003.

EX T E R N A L CA U S E S

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There were also significant variations when specific types of cancer are considered.

Prostate cancer represented only 1.6% of the YPLL for males aged 1–78 years but was

reported as the underlying cause in 3.3% of all male deaths within that age range. The

majority (65.2%) of Prostate cancer deaths are among males aged 70 years or over and

only 7.3% are under 60 years.

For females, Breast cancer represented 10.0% of YPLL while it was reported as the

underlying cause in 8.1% of all female deaths. Almost half of breast cancer deaths among

females were aged under 60 years old. (47.3%)

SELECTED MULT IPLE CAUSES OF DEATH

In 2004, Malignant neoplasms represented 28.7% of all underlying cause of death. When

associated causes were included it contributed 39.4% of all deaths as an underlying or

associated cause. Similarly, 18.5% of all deaths had Ischaemic heart diseases as the

underlying cause, but it was found to contribute to 35.5% of all deaths as either an

underlying or associated cause. The following table lists the top ten multiple causes of

death (underlying and associated causes) appearing on death certificates for deaths

registered in 2004, and their corresponding ranking in terms of underlying causes.

SE L E C T E D MU L T I P L E

CA U S E S

For the 132,508 deaths registered in 2004, there were 404,366 causes reported giving a

mean of 3.1 causes per death. In 19.4% of all deaths, only one cause was reported,

whereas 56.3% of deaths were reported with three or more causes. The mean number of

causes reported per death varies with age, sex and underlying cause of death.

Multiple causes of death include all causes and conditions reported on the death

certificate (i.e. both underlying and associated causes; see Glossary for further details).

Deaths due to External causes are those which occur as a result of accidents, poisonings

and/or violence. They are classified according to the event, leading to the fatal injury

(such as an Accidental fall). Multiple cause data for External causes include the nature of

injury or poisoning, as well as any other causes reported on the death certificate.

I N T R O D U C T I O N
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In 2004, there were 7,966 deaths due to External causes, with an average of 3.3 causes

coded per each of these deaths. Deaths as a result of Accidental falls averaged 4.2

multiple causes, reflecting the number of injuries sustained. In 2004, Transport accidents

accounted for 24.3% of all injuries reported for deaths due to External causes, with 42.7%

of these injuries being to the head or thorax. Intentional self-harm accounted for 23.3%

of total injuries due to External causes, and of these injuries, Asphyxiation was the most

common (39.8%).

The following table illustrates relationships between the various causes of death in 2004.

Malignant neoplasms, the most prevalent underlying cause (37,989 deaths), was reported

alone in 37.5% of cases and is less likely to be reported with other more prevalent

causes. In contrast, Renal failure was reported alone as the underlying cause in only 8.8%

(1,895) of  deaths attributed to this cause. It was reported more frequently with

associated causes of Ischaemic heart diseases and Heart failure.

In 2004, there were 2,048 perinatal deaths registered in Australia, compared with 2,020

registered in 2003. The number of fetal deaths in 2004 was 1,347, an increase of 4.6% on

the number registered in 2003 (1,288). Neonatal deaths have decreased from 732 in 2003

to 701 in 2004. Since 1994, the number of registered perinatal deaths has decreased by

13.3% (314). The proportion of perinatal deaths where birth weight was less than 1000

grams was 49.4% in 2004, while 47.5% of deaths had a gestational period of less than 28

weeks.

In 2004, the sex ratio of male perinatal deaths for every 100 female perinatal deaths was

128, compared with a ratio of 123 recorded in 2003.

The perinatal death rate remained constant between 2003 and 2004 at 8.0 deaths per

1,000 total relevant births (see Glossary, death rates for further information). Between

1994 and 2004, the perinatal death rate declined from 9.1 to 8.0 deaths per 1,000 total

relevant births. In the same period, the fetal rate declined  from 5.4 to 5.3 per 1,000 total

relevant births, while the neonatal rate fell to the lowest ever recorded (2.8 per 1,000

total relevant births). This low rate was strongly influenced by the decrease in the female

neonatal death rate from 3.1 in 1994 to 2.3 per 1,000 total relevant births in 2004.

TR E N D S IN PE R I N A T A L

DE A T H S

Perinatal deaths comprise stillbirths (fetal deaths) and deaths of infants within the first 28

days of life (neonatal deaths). In this publication (and in previous editions since 1997),

these deaths are defined to include infants and fetuses weighing at least 400 grams or

having a gestational age of 20 weeks.

The exception to this is Table 3.1, which is based on the World Health Organisation

recommended definition and includes infants and fetuses weighing at least 500 grams or

having a gestational age of 22 weeks. Refer to Explanatory Notes, paragraphs 4-8 for

further information on perinatal death statistics. Further tables based on either definition

are available from the ABS.

I N T R O D U C T I O N
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In 2004, 28.8% of perinatal deaths were not assigned a specific cause of death in the

fetus/infant. Medical certifiers are often unable to provide an accurate cause of death

without the assistance of an autopsy. The absence of a specific cause of death largely

affects fetal deaths. While 42.3% of all fetal deaths registered in 2004 reported no specific

cause, the corresponding figure for neonatal deaths was 2.9%.

CO N D I T I O N IN

FE T U S / I N F A N T

In 2004, the proportion of perinatal deaths registered to mothers aged less than 20 years

was 9.4% compared to 4.7% for mothers aged 40 years or more.

While the overall perinatal death rate has decreased over the last ten years, this is not

consistent across all age groups. In particular, the perinatal death rate of 17.6 per 1,000

total relevant births in 2004 for mothers aged less than 20 years is higher than the 2003

rate of 14.5 per 1000 total relevant births and the 1994 rate of 12.0 per 1,000 total

relevant births.

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Perinatal deaths differ from general deaths because a condition may be reported in the

record for the fetus/infant, the mother, or for both. A maternal condition was reported in

1,247 (60.9%) of the 2,048 perinatal deaths registered in 2004. Complications of placenta,

cord and membranes was the most frequently reported maternal cause, accounting for

491 or 24.0% of all perinatal deaths, followed by Maternal complications of pregnancy

(297  or 14.5% of perinatal deaths).

Condit ion in mother

Respiratory and cardiovascular disorders, specific to the perinatal period, accounted for

15.6% of perinatal deaths, while Disorders related to length of gestation and fetal growth

contributed a further 12.1%.

Conditions reported in fetal deaths registered in 2004 include Respiratory and

cardiovascular disorders specific to the perinatal period (14.8%), Interuterine hypoxia

(14.1%), Congenital malformations, deformations and chromosomal abnormalities

(13.9%), and Disorders related to length of gestation and fetal growth (7.9%). In

comparison, Disorders related to length of gestation and fetal growth accounted for

20.3% of neonatal deaths registered in 2004 while Congenital malformations,

deformations and chromosomal abnormalities (31.4%) , Extremely low birth weight

(19.5%), and Respiratory and cardiovascular disorders, specific to the perinatal period

(17.3%) were the other major causes.

The following table shows that the percentage differences between selected underlying

causes of death presented on a year of occurrence and year of registration basis in 2003

are small. The biggest difference occurred with Intentional self harm (see Explanatory

Note 27 for issues surrounding coding of this cause for 2004), followed by Diabetes

mellitus and Chronic lower respiratory diseases.

Information contained in the preceding sections of this publication refer to deaths

registered during the 2004 calendar year. In this section, death statistics are based on a

year of occurrence, i.e. the year in which the death actually occurred.

Some countries publish death statistics on a year of registration basis, some on a year of

occurrence basis, and others on both. Although some deaths can be registered many

years after their date of occurrence, the international standard for publishing on a year of

occurrence basis is to include deaths registered within the relevant occurrence year and

the year immediately following. Accordingly, this practice has been adopted for the

presentation of year of occurrence data in this publication to facilitate international

comparisons. Analysis of deaths in Australia has shown that the number of deaths

registered after the second year are not significant (less than 0.1%).

Year of occurrence data allow for seasonal analysis, and data are not distorted by the

effects of late registrations or changes in time lags in processing registrations. In those

countries where registration systems are complete and timely, there is not a significant

difference between the number of deaths derived on a registration basis and those on a

year of occurrence basis. For Australia. approximately 95% of deaths occurring in a

particular year are registered in that year. However, variations can occur in certain

subsets of the population and for particular causes of death. For instance, while 96.0% of

the total 131,784 deaths that occurred in 2003 were registered in 2003, only 88.8% of the

2,015 Indigenous deaths and 93.5% of deaths due to External causes that occurred in

2003 were registered in that year. More detailed data for specific causes or population

groups are available from the ABS on request.

4    The perinatal death statistics contained in this publication, unless otherwise stated,

include all fetuses and infants delivered weighing at least 400 grams or (when

birthweight is unavailable) the corresponding gestational age (20 weeks), whether alive

or dead. This definition recognises the availability of reliable 400 grams/20 weeks data

from all state and territory Registrars of Births, Deaths and Marriages. The ABS has

adopted the legal requirement for registration of a perinatal death as the statistical

standard as it meets the requirements of major users in Australia.

5    For 1996 and previous editions of this publication, data relating to perinatal deaths

were based upon the World Health Organization (WHO) recommended definition for

compiling national perinatal statistics. The WHO definition of perinatal deaths included

infants and fetuses weighing at least 500 grams or having a gestational age of 22 weeks or

body length of 25 centimetres crown-heel.

6    The birth statistics used to calculate the perinatal and neonatal death rates in this

publication are shown in Appendix 3. Appendix tables A3.1–A3.3 detail registered live

birth statistics and stillbirth statistics adjusted to exclude infants who are known to have

weighed under 400 grams. Such births are identified from the medical certificate of

perinatal death, which records birthweight. Appendix table A3.4 shows similar adjusted

information but it is based on the 500 grams definition.

7    The adjusted birth statistics differ from the birth statistics used to derive the infant

death rates in this publication. The statistics used to calculate infant death rates include

all registered live births regardless of birthweight. These statistics are shown in tables

A2.1 of Appendix 2.

Perinatal death stat ist ics

3    The ABS deaths collection includes all deaths that occurred and were registered in

Australia including deaths of persons whose usual residence is overseas. Deaths of

Australian residents that occurred outside Australia may be registered by individual

Registrars, but are not included in ABS statistics.

Tourism Related Deaths

2    The statistics in sections 1, 2 and 3 relate to the number of deaths registered, not

those which actually occurred, in the years shown. About 4% to 6% of deaths occurring

in one year are not registered until the following year or later. Statistics in section 4 relate

to deaths by year of occurrence.

SC O P E AN D CO V E R A G E

1    This publication contains summary statistics on causes of death for the general

population, together with selected statistics on perinatal deaths. The registration of

deaths is the responsibility of the individual state and territory Registrars of Births,

Deaths and Marriages. As part of the registration process, information about the cause of

death is supplied by the medical practitioner certifying the death or by a coroner. Other

information about the deceased is supplied by a relative or other person acquainted with

the deceased, or by an official of the institution where the death occurred. This

information is provided to the Australian Bureau of Statistics (ABS) by individual

Registrars for coding and compilation into aggregate statistics shown in this publication.

In addition, the ABS supplements this data with information from the National Coroners

Information Service (NCIS). Statistics of perinatal deaths for years prior to 1994 were

published separately in Perinatal Deaths, Australia (cat. no. 3304.0).

I N T R O D U C T I O N
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12    The tenth revision of the International Classification of Diseases and Health Related

Problems (ICD-10) was adopted for Australian use for deaths registered from 1 January

1999. However, to identify changes between the ninth and tenth revisions, deaths for

1997 and 1998 were coded to both revisions.

13    The extensive nature of the ICD enables classification of causes of death at various

levels of detail. For the purpose of this publication, two summary classifications are used.

They are:

! the ICD at the chapter level (with further disaggregation for major causes of death).

! selected Causes of Death for age groups.

14    Tables 1.1, 1.3, 2.2, 2.3 and 4.1 present statistics at the ICD chapter level with

further disaggregation for major causes of death. Background on this summary

classification is given in Volume 1 of the ICD.

15    Tables 1.2 and 1.4 present data for main causes of death for age groups. For each

age group, a summary classification of the selected causes of death relevant to the age

group has been used. These consist of causes of death significant in that age group, at

the chapter level, with further disaggregation below the chapter level where appropriate.

16    To enable the reader to see the relationship between the various summary

classifications used in this publication, all tables show in brackets the ICD codes which

constitute the causes of death covered.

17    As ICD-9 did not directly accommodate the coding of Acquired Immune Deficiency

Syndrome (AIDS) and AIDS-related deaths, cases where AIDS was the underlying cause

were coded to ICD-9 deficiency of cell-mediated immunity (279.1), from 1988 to 1995. In

1996, ABS adopted ICD-9 Clinically Modified (CM) for coding of AIDS and AIDS-related

deaths. Hence, for 1996 to 1998, all AIDS-related deaths (i.e. deaths where AIDS was

mentioned in any place on the death certificate) were coded to HIV infection (042–044).

ICD-10 adopted from 1999 allows for the coding of AIDS and AIDS-related deaths

(B20-B24).

18    All data in this publication refer to AIDS-related deaths rather than only those

deaths where AIDS is the underlying cause. Hence in table 1.1 and 1.3, AIDS-related

deaths differ from the data provided for all other causes in that table since for all other

causes, only data for underlying cause are given.

9    Cause of death statistics for states and territories in this publication have been

compiled in respect of the state or territory of usual residence of the deceased,

regardless of where in Australia the death occurred and was registered. The state or

territory of usual residence for a perinatal death is determined by the state or territory of

usual residence of the mother.

10    Statistics compiled on a state or territory of registration basis are available on

request.

11    The Australian Standard Geographical Classification versions used since 1993 have a

category 'Other Territories' comprising Jervis Bay, Christmas Island and Cocos (Keeling)

Islands. In the past, Jervis Bay was included with Australian Capital Territory and the two

island Territories were included in Off-Shore Areas and Migratory. From 1997, statistics

for 'Other Territories' are included in the Australian totals.

TE R R I T O R I E S

8    The adjusted birth statistics also differ from the statistics published in Births,

Australia (cat. no. 3301.0), which are unadjusted for birthweight, i.e. have not had births

known to have weighed less than 400 grams excluded. For years 1993 to 1996, births

which occurred in Other Territories were excluded from adjusted live births used in

calculating perinatal rates.

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24    Care should be taken in interpreting results in recent years for the following areas

within Chapter XX: External causes of morbidity and mortality.  In regard to the

impacts on quality resulting from lags in finalising coronial processes, ABS is investigating

options for revising deaths data to capture more complete cause of death information.

RE C E N T IM P R O V E M E N T S

25    Falls (W00-W19) - To reduce risk factors for falls in nursing homes in Victoria, all

deaths where the medical certificate mentions falls are now referred to the coroner for

verification, and the Coroner Clinical Liaison Service implemented a falls awareness

campaign mid 2003.  The number of deaths due to falls recorded in Victoria increased

significantly in 2003 (up 50%) and again in 2004 (more than double the 2003 recorded

level), whereas in previous years the deaths may have been attributed to other causes

such as hypostatic pneumonia.

AN A L Y S I N G SM A L L NU M B E R S

26    Perinatals (P00-P96) - There is some variability over time across a range of the

perinatal death categories and where the numbers are small, caution should be applied

in drawing inferences about change over time. In particular, the number of deaths coded

to Disorders related to short gestation and low birth weight, not elsewhere classified

(P07) more than doubled between 2003 and 2004.

Specif ic Issues for 2004 data

22    In compiling causes of death statistics, the ABS employs a variety of quality control

measures which include:

! providing certifiers with certification booklets for guidance in reporting cause of

death on medical certificates;

! seeking additional information, where necessary, from medical practitioners, from

coroners and from the National Coroners Information Service (NCIS);

! check-coding of cause of death; and

! editing checks at the individual record and aggregate levels.

23    The quality of causes of death coding can be affected by changes in the way

information is reported by certifiers, by lags in completion of coroner cases and the

processing of the findings.  While changes in reporting and lags in coronial processes can

affect coding of all causes of death, those coded to Chapter XX: External causes of

morbidity and mortality are more likely to be affected because the code assigned within

the chapter may vary depending on the coroner's findings.

DA T A QU A L I T Y

20    Deaths that are classified as External Causes are generally of the kind that are

reported to coroners for investigation.  Although what constitutes a reportable death

varies across jurisdictions, they are generally reported in circumstances such as:

! Where the person died unexpectedly and the cause of death is unknown;

! Where the person died in a violent or unnatural manner;

! Where the person died during or as a result of an anaesthetic;

! Where the person was 'held in care' or in custody immediately before they died; and

! Where the identity of the person who has died is unknown.

21    Where an accidental or violent death occurs, the underlying cause is classified

according to the circumstances of the fatal injury, rather than the nature of the injury

which is coded separately.

EX T E R N A L CA U S E S OF DE A T H

19    For perinatal deaths, both the main condition in the fetus/infant, and the main

condition in the mother are coded to the full four-digit level of the tenth revision of ICD.

Causes selected for publication in this issue are those categories which were responsible

for a significant proportion of perinatal deaths.

32    The provisions of subsection 12(2) of the Act place a requirement on the

Statistician to publish and disseminate statistics but not in a manner that is likely to

enable the identification of a particular person or organisation

33    To maintain the confidentiality of individuals, affected cells are replaced with np.

Confident ial isat ion

30    All states and territories have provision for the identification of Indigenous deaths

on their death registration forms. However, the coverage of deaths identified as

Indigenous varies across states and territories and over time. This publication presents in

table 1.6, Indigenous deaths data for 2004 for all states and territories except Victoria,

Tasmania and the Australian Capital Territory, which are not separately published due to

a combination of comparatively small numbers, and relatively low coverage, of reported

Indigenous deaths.  A higher proportion of Indigenous deaths are due to external cause

than non-indigenous deaths. It is advised that users should refer to Explanatory note 20

when interpreting 2004 data.

QU A L I T Y AF F E C T E D BY DE L A Y S

27    Suicide (X60-X84) - There has been an increase in recent years in the number of

open coroners' cases.  Where cases are not finalised and the findings are not available to

the ABS in time for publication of causes of death statistics, deaths are coded to other

accidental,  ill-defined or unspecified causes rather than suicide.  The causes of death

statistics are not revised once a coronial enquiry is finalised.

28    The number of deaths coded to Intentional self-harm (suicides) has declined in

recent years which may in part reflect the increase in open coroners' cases when the

statistics were finalised.    

29    Assault  (X85-Y09) - The increase in the number of coroners' cases not closed at the

time the ABS finalised the 2004 deaths file is expected to have contributed significantly

to the 41% decline in the number of deaths coded as due to assaults in 2004.

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43    Where figures have been rounded, discrepancies may occur between totals and

sums of the component items.

40    More detailed cause of death information is available upon request from the ABS.

This information can comprise standard tables (see Appendix 1) or customised

tabulations (by hardcopy or electronic media). Unit record files are available to approved

users upon application. Generally, a charge is made for providing information upon

request.

41    Perinatal tabulations for Australia based on national (see Explanatory Notes,

paragraph 4 and 5) and international definitions are available upon request. The WHO

international definition comprises all fetuses and infants (who die within seven days of

birth) weighing at least 1,000 grams or (when birthweight is unavailable) having the

corresponding gestational age (28 weeks) or body length (35 centimetres crown-heel). A

charge is made for providing this information.

Since 1997, the ABS has coded multiple causes of death. Prior to 1997, the ABS produced

causes of death statistics where each death was assigned a single underlying cause. WHO

has encouraged the use of multiple cause coding and analyisis in relation to cause of

death.

The underlying cause is defined as the 'disease or injury which initiated the train of

morbid events leading directly to death, or the circumstances of the accident or violence

which produced the fatal injury'. The medical certificate of cause of death recommended

by WHO for international use, was designed to facilitate the selection of the underlying

cause. When more than one condition is entered on the death certificate the underlying

cause is selected using the coding rules of the relevant version of the ICD. The

underlying cause is selected so that preventive strategies can be instituted to address

that particular cause. Since its adoption in 1948, statistics based on the underlying cause

concept have served the purpose of summarising international cause-specific mortality

statistics into a single index, which has been used to assess trends in causes of death.

The current main causes of death are now very different from those that prevailed when

the single underlying cause concept was adopted. The main causes of death in most

countries have shifted from infectious and parasitic diseases to chronic and degenerative

diseases, and from infant and child deaths to deaths among the elderly. As the

population continues to age, chronic diseases become increasingly prevalent. Deaths

from chronic conditions occur with a number of concurrent or coexisting conditions,

whose initiating condition is often difficult to isolate. Some deaths cannot occur without

the influence of more than one cause. The ability of the single underlying cause statistics

alone to accurately summarise the mortality pattern of a population has, therefore, been

questioned.

When only a single underlying cause is selected for tabulating cause-specific statistics,

other information provided on the death certificate is lost, for instance, immediate cause

of death, causes and conditions that intervene between the underlying and immediate

causes of death and many other contributory causes that were involved, but did not

directly influence the death. The information lost may be important to the

understanding of the process of death. Since the introduction of multiple cause coding,

data suggest that, on average, 2 causes (and conditions) would be lost per death if only

the single underlying cause was recorded. The loss of information is a particular problem

for deaths attributed to external causes (injury, poisoning and violence) which are

classified to the circumstances of death, rather than according to the nature of injury.

In response to the change in coding structure, the ABS has from 1997 calendar year data,

coded all causes and conditions reported on each death certificate using software

developed by the National Center for Health Statistics (NCHS) of the United States of

America. The NCHS software has three major components: MICAR (Medical Indexing,

Classification and Retrieval System), ACME (Automatic Classification of Medical Entities)

and TRANSAX (Translation of Axes). These three components have been developed to

read the textual entries and convert them into a file containing multiple causes of death

in accordance with ICD coding rules.

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The automation of cause of death coding has brought a number of benefits, including

improved data quality and timeliness. It will facilitate policy relevant epidemiological and

demographic research by focusing on competing risks and disease interactions which are

not possible from the cause of death statistics solely based on underlying cause.

The introduction of automatic coding of causes of death has introduced a break in time

series data in 1997. Appendix 5 provides comparability factors to assist with the linking of

manually and automatedly coded data.

A5.1  INTRODUCTION OF AUTOMATED CODING AND ICD-  10A5.1

Comparability of mortality data over time is affected by a number of factors. These

include issues relating to the collection, classification and processing of the data. In the

late 1990's, there were two major changes within Australia, namely, the introduction of

the tenth revision of the International Classification of Diseases (ICD-10) for classifying

deaths registered from 1 January 1999 and the introduction of the Automated Coding

System (ACS) for processing deaths registered from 1 January 1997.

I N T R O D U C T I O N
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Under ICD-10, Asthma more clearly links with Chronic lower respiratory diseases,

especially Bronchitis and Emphysema. Where these conditions are present, Chronic

lower respiratory diseases takes precedence, resulting in a decrease in the reporting of

asthma as the underlying cause.

The Chapters covering Mental and behavioural disorders and Diseases of the nervous

system have undergone compensatory changes between ICD-9 and ICD-10 mainly due to

Alzheimer's disease and certain dementias moving between these Chapters.

1    YPLL measures the extent of 'premature' mortality, which is assumed to be any death

at ages of 1–78 years inclusive, and aids in assessing the significance of specific diseases

or trauma as a cause of premature death.

2    Estimates of YPLL were calculated for deaths of persons aged 1–78 years based on

the assumption that deaths occurring at these ages are untimely. The inclusion of deaths

under one year would bias the YPLL calculation because of the relatively high mortality

rate for that age, and 79 years was the median age at death when this series of YPLL was

calculated using 2001 as the standard year. As shown below, the calculation uses a

standard population which is the 2001 census. This standard is revised every 10 years.

3    A number of variables are used in calculating YPLL.

YPLL is derived from:

YPLL = !x(Dx(79−Ax))

 Ax=  adjusted age at death.  As age at death is only available in completed years the

midpoint of the reported age is chosen (e.g. age at death 34 years was adjusted to 34.5).

A fetal death is the delivery of a child, who did not, at any time after delivery, breathe or
show any other evidence of life such as a heartbeat. (A birthweight criterion applies. See
Explanatory Notes, paragraphs 4–6).

Fetal death

Three forms of death rate are shown in the general deaths section in this publication.
These are standardised death rates, age-specific death rates and infant death rates, as
defined below:
! Standardised death rates enable the comparison of death rates between populations

with different age structures by relating them to a standard population, in this case all
persons in the 2001 Australian population. They are expressed per 100,000 persons.
The standardised death rate is the overall death rate that would have prevailed in the
standard population if it had experienced at each age the death rates of the
population under study — see tables 1.3, 1.8 and 1.9. The standardised death rates in
this publication are calculated using both the direct method and indirect method.
! The direct method - this is used when the populations under study are large and

the age-specific death rates are reliable. It is the overall death rate that would have

prevailed in the standard population if it had experienced at each age the death

rates of the population under study.

! The indirect method - this is used when the populations under study are small and

the age-specific death rates are unreliable or not known. It is an adjustment to the

crude death rate of the standard population to account for the variation between

the actual number of deaths in the population under study and the number of

deaths which would have occurred if the population under study had experienced

the age-specific death rates of the standard population.

! Age-specific death rates relate to deaths for age groups other than under one year and
are the number of deaths per 100,000 of the mid-year estimated resident population
as at 30 June of that year in a particular age/sex group — see table 1.2.

! Infant death rates relate to deaths of children under one year of age and are the
number of deaths per 1,000 live births in the year — see table 1.2.

For comparison and measuring purposes, perinatal deaths in this publication have also
been expressed as rates. These rates are defined as follows:
! for fetal deaths and total perinatal deaths, the rates represent the number of deaths

per 1,000 total relevant births which comprises live births and fetal deaths combined
(where birthweight was  at least 400 grams).

! for neonatal deaths, the rates represent the number of deaths per 1,000 live births
(where birthweight was at least 400 grams).

Death rates

The classification of countries is the Standard Australian Classification of Countries
(SACC). For more detailed information refer to the Standard Australian of Countries
(SACC)(cat.no.1269.0).

Country of birth

All causes listed on a death certificate other than the underlying cause.Associated causes

Registered births adjusted by removing all stillbirths and neonatal deaths where
birthweight was known to be less than 400 grams. This is the denominator used in
calculating perinatal death rates in this publication. This adjustment is made in order to
enable meaningful perinatal death rates to be calculated. See Explanatory Notes,
paragraph 4.

Adjusted births
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YPLL measures the extent of 'premature' mortality, where 'premature' mortality is
assumed to be any death at ages of 1–78 years inclusive. By estimating YPLL for deaths of
people aged 1–78 years it is possible to assess the significance of specific diseases or
trauma as a cause of premature death. See Technical Note for an explanation of the
calculation of YPLL.

Years of potential life lost
(YPLL)

The disease or injury which initiated the train of morbid events leading directly to death.
Accidental and violent deaths are classified according to the external cause, that is, to the
circumstances of the accident or violence which produced the fatal injury rather than to
the nature of the injury.

Underlying cause of death

See Fetal death.Stillbirth

was at least 400 grams)

Total Relevant Births

Period of gestation is measured from the first day of the last normal menstrual period to
the date of birth and is expressed in completed weeks.

Period of gestation

A perinatal death is a fetal death or neonatal death. (A birthweight criterion applies. See
Explanatory Notes, paragraphs 4–6).

Perinatal death

A neonatal death is the death within 28 days of birth of any child who, after delivery,
breathed or showed any other evidence of life such as a heartbeat. (A birthweight
criterion applies. See Explanatory Notes, paragraphs 4–6).

Neonatal death

All morbid conditions, diseases and injuries entered on the death certificate. These
include those involved in the morbid train of events leading to death which were
classified as either the underlying cause, the immediate cause, or any intervening causes
and those conditions which contributed to death, but were not related to the disease or
condition causing death. For deaths where the underlying cause was identified as an
external cause (injury or poisoning) multiple causes include circumstances of injury, the
nature of injury as well as any other conditions reported on the death certificate.

Multiple causes of death

A live birth is the birth of a child, who, after delivery, breathes or shows any other
evidence of life such as a heartbeat. (A birthweight criterion applies. See Explanatory
Notes, paragraphs 6–8).

Live births

The death of a child before its first birthday.Infant death

International Statistical Classification of Diseases and Related Health Problems. The
purpose of the ICD is to permit the systematic recording, analysis, interpretation and
comparison of mortality and morbidity data collected in different countries or areas and
at different times.  The ICD, which is endorsed by the World Health Organisation(WHO),
is primarily designed for the classification of diseases and injuries with a formal
diagnosis.
