For 33 vears Douglas has stood by these
words, working toward a better world for che people
When Rizzoli pablished a compendium of Douglass
pasters, broadsheers, ang fliers in 2007, a new geneoation
becime familiar with the couses of ﬁnhd.-m'r_'-'. libera-
tion. and self-derermination he halds dear. He has since
had large-scale shows at sites such as LAY Wiseum

of Contemporary Art, while his commitment to iocial

change hiss led to exhibitions and spenking e rEImienns
ar Ouklind’s New Black Werld and the sorely-missed
Rabvlon Falling in San Francisco. His interpretation of
Toni Mocrisons Bfwerr Eve for lastyear’s “Banned and
Recovered” show ar Sin Franciseo Center af the Book
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crernal struggle against those blessed with power who
chioose to abase it. Much like the works af Goya and
the words of Hugo, his contribution to that strigele
remains immessurable — not just for what he has cre
ared, but for the poaple he will empower for genecations
