We, the Parliamentarians participating in the GLOBEEBD Parliamentarians and Biodiversity Forum
held on the occasion of the tenth meeting of th&f€@ence of the Parties (COP10) to the United Natio
Convention on Biological Diversity (CBD), in Nagoyiapan, on 28— 26" Oct 2010,

Regret thefailure by the inter national community to meet the 2010 biodiversity target at a globaél
and within our own countries and regions,

Expressour deep concern at the continuing acceleration of biodiversity loss, ecosystem degradation
and the far-reaching environmental, social, econ@nd cultural impacts of this; despite scientific
evidence to support action and the availabilitpalicy tools to halt these trends

Recognise the essential role of parliamentariansin influencing the decisions of governments and
translating the consensus reached internationaiytangible actions at the national level, giving
environmental issues a more prominent positioméir tdomestic political mainstream, integratingitre
closely into the national policy-making and legiisla processes and in particular into budgetary
frameworks,

Call for atransition to a new global economy where the true values of biodiversity, ecosystermises
and natural capital are carefully integrated indbgy making processes at all levels of governmehe
private sector and civil society, as proposed e@@L.OBE Natural Capital Action Plan, and recommend

that this is achieved by:
I ncor porating the valuation of natural capital into the framework of gover nment accounts,

Instructing all government departments to prepare inventories of the natural capital and
ecosystems that fall within their ambit or are affected by ithgolicy decisions,

Creating a ministerial position within the Finance Ministry to work with the department of
environment in assessing the value of natural abjpitdepartmental inventories and regulating the
use of the country’s natural wealth,

Ensuring that the national Finance Ministry develops a set of Natural Capital Accountsthat is
accompanied by an annual report that outlines thteis of biodiversity, ecosystem services and
natural capital, as appropriate,

Encouraging national audit offices to adopt the natural capital approach when examining the
effectiveness and efficiency by which governmentataments use their resources and apply cost
benefit analyses.

Wedeclarethat the CBD COP10isa critical juncture for international efforts to achieve sustainable
development and harmony between the environmengtbnomy and society and identify four critical
elements for the successful implementation of thev@ntion as follows:
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Support and approval of a new strategic plan for the CBD, which includes realistic global
targets, has a clear focus on implementation aimdlise with the recommendations made by the
GLOBE International Commission on Land Use ChangkEcosystems,

Greater financial support for the GEF asthe financing mechanism of the Convention.

The establishment of an Access and Benefit Sharing (ABS) Protocol under the CBD, which
allows for the equitable sharing of the benefits #irise from using genetic resources between the
users and providers of genetic materials.

Increased financial support for developing countriesin order to ensure that the necessary
measures can be implemented,
