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a guide to the planting and after care of plants

These notes have been compiled for the benefit of our customers and
include large parts of the HTA industry guidelines for Handling and
Establishing Landscape Plants. It is a publication we highly
recommend to our customers.

These notes are not exhaustive but offer brief guidance.

olanting

Soil Conditions for Planting

At the time of planting the soil should be moist and friable and not
frozen, excessively dry, or water-logged.

Planting Requirements

The excavated hole should be of sufficient size to accommodate the
spread of roots and the stock should be planted so that after any
settlement it is at the same depth as it was grown on the nursery. If the
sides of the planting hole become smeared during digging, particularly
on heavy clay soils, the smearing should be broken up before planting.

Stabilising Support and Protection

Most plants above 1m high will need a support to hold them secure at
ground level either by stakes or by cables for very large stock. Stakes
or stout canes as specified shall be inserted before planting. Plants
should be held secure against the stake by the use of a proprietary tie,
or similar method, ensuring that the stem shall not chafe against the
stake and there is space for stem expansion. Short stakes to hold the
base of the stem are preferable but individual guards or shelters may
be needed to protect against physical damage by vandals, cattle or
rabbits, mowers or strimmers. Alternatively, the planting may be
protected by suitable fencing.

Treatment of Plants immediately Prior to Planting

Bare Root Plants should be kept in polythene bags until immediately
before planting. They should be kept out of direct sunlight unless
co-extruded bags are used. Similarly all containers and wrapping,
unless fully bio-degradable, should be removed at the latest point
before planting.

Root-balled plants and plants in root control bags should be placed in
the planting pit before the hessian or other protective material is
removed to avoid disturbance of the root ball. Wire netting should be
left on the root ball provided that there is only biodegradable porous
material between the wire netting and the root-ball. Coblands use
non-galvanised wire rootball cages which breakdown in the soil after
1-3 years. Root control bags should be removed.

Damaged or torn roots and stems should be cut back cleanly with a
knife or secateurs and particularly any coiled roots should be spread
out or cut to prevent future stability problems.

Backfilling

During backfilling around the plant, the soil should be lightly firmed to
ensure intimate contact with the roots, but with large material, layers of
soil will need to be firmed as backfilling proceeds. The layers of soil
should be firmed separately so that the plant is securely held but

penetration of moisture is not restricted. Snow must not be allowed to
become mixed with the backfill material. Plastic perforated pipe for
irrigation should be installed as part of the backfilling where specified.

Pruning

After planting, any damaged, dead, diseased or crossing branches
should be removed by pruning. Opinions differ on whether the size of
the head of a standard tree should be reduced after planting, but if it
is decided to do so, do not prune the central leader if it is intended that
the tree should grow to full stature. Head pruning can keep the initial
leaf area and root ratio in balance and reduce plant stress.

Firming after Frost or Wind

If the roots of newly planted plants are loosened, they should be
re-firmed as soon as practicable. This is readily achieved with the toe
of the boot, to exclude air pockets from around the roots and
particularly next to the base of the stem.

after care

Weed Control

Weeds and grass compete for moisture and nutrients and should be
eliminated until the plants are well established; usually for at least two
years. Cutting or mowing weeds does not prevent this competition.
Pre-planting site preparation may give a weed free start. A minimum of
a one metre diameter weed free area ought to be maintained around
each plant, by herbicide applications, mulches or hoeing throughout
the whole of the first two years. Larger weed free areas are appropriate
for larger plants and should at least cover the surface of the original
planting pit.

Mechanical strimmers and mowers must not be used near the stems
of the plants as they can seriously damage the bark. Strimmer guards
should be used.

Conserving Moisture

Mulching may be used to conserve soil moisture. Mulches achieve this
by helping to control weeds which rapidly transpire moisture and by
reducing evaporation from the soil. Mulches may consist of sheet
materials such as ultra-violet stabilised polythene, roofing felt, or
granular materials such as pea gravel, ground bark or wood chippings.
Mulches should only be applied when the soil is moist and weed free.
The recommended depth of granular bark and wood chipping mulch is
50mm for optimum moisture conservation and weed control.

Providing Moisture

Though local climate and soil types will vary the requirements, as a
guide it is recommended that during the growing season, newly
planted trees and shrubs should be irrigated following any four week
period without appreciable rainfall. This may not apply to forestry
planting but is particularly important for amenity trees in harsh urban
or exposed positions.

For reasonable growth, irrigation should be applied at fortnightly
intervals to moisten the soil so that the full rooting depth of soil is
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saturated. The amount of water required will vary considerably
according to soil texture and structure of the soil but as a guide, a
heavy standard tree will require at least 20 litres and a small transplant
or shrub approximately 5-10 litres for each watering. Soils with low
water holding capacity will only need smaller amounts of water but with
irrigation carried out more frequently. Container grown stock may
require more frequent watering in the early stages as once the
compost dries out it can be very difficult to re-wet.

Water must always be applied so that the soil is moistened to the depth
of the root zone. For large nursery stock this can be facilitated by
installing lengths of perforated plastic drainage pipe, or similar devices,
in the planting pit at the time of planting.

Over watering is wasteful, both of water and other resources, and will
only serve to leach nutrients away from the soil.

Protection

Plants may be damaged by voles, mice, hares, rabbits, deer, farm stock
and vandals and suitable protection should be considered at the
planting stage. Regular inspections, say once a month, are essential so
that appropriate action may be taken. Local circumstances will dictate
whether it is best to fence a large area, use individual guards, or use
other control methods. Maliciously damaged plants ought to be
replaced as soon as possible.

Stake Maintenance

Stakes and ties must be maintained to prevent damage to trees.
Stakes should be inspected regularly to ensure they remain secure
and ties adjusted at least once a year to ensure they are not cutting
into the stem. As soon as they are no longer necessary, stakes should
be removed to encourage the trees to develop naturally. This is
normally within 3 years of planting.

a guide to the planting and after care of
rootballed conifers, trees and shrubs

Rootballs ensure that a reasonable quantity of root stays with the
plant after lifting. Rootballs have a much better root - shoot ratio
than would have been achieved by bare root lifting. A container
grown plant maintained on the nursery by irrigation has the
advantage of an intact root system but with a lower root-shoot
ratio than would be found with the same plant grown in the
ground. However rootballing is often the most practical and
economic method of obtaining larger plants. In all cases,
providing the site is not difficult and it receives good aftercare,
the tree is likely to need at least two seasons to replenish its root
system.

Handling of Rootballs

Our rootballs are 60-90cm in diameter and can weigh from 300Kg
(4 Cwt) depending on soil moisture and will require careful
mechanical unloading on delivery. The customer should ensure
they have made appropriate arrangements to avoid damage to
the rootball or plant. Rolling or sliding rootballs down a plank is
not appropriate. Wire rootballs must not be undone at planting
but left intact. The non-galvanised wire breaks down naturally
over one to three years and the roots will grow through the
hessian and wire unhindered. Opening the rootball up will disturb
the roots and threaten successful establishment. It is advisable to
check that the stem/root collar of the tree/plant is not likely to be
restricted by the rootball wire/fabric. Some cutting or easing of
the tension after planting may be appropriate.

Rootballs should be kept moist when stored awaiting planting and
protected from desiccation and warming by sunlight.

Care in ensuring the planting pit is of a suitable size and that the
soil is not compacted or smeared will be rewarded. It is important
to achieve a good soil - rootball contact when planting and
backfilling. Air pockets can be reduced by watering immediately
after planting. The progress of moisture from the backfill material
into the rootball can be hampered by poor backfill - rootball
contact. This will result in insufficient moisture being obtained
resulting in stress which will cause reduced photosynthesis,
slower or suspended growth and the plant will not grow out of its

root-shoot imbalance and establish in its new position. Stress will
ultimately kill the plant.

Transplanting larger conifers carries the risk of transplant stress
due to:

a) the root-shoot imbalance,

b) the lack of sufficient moisture

c) the lack of absorption of available moisture by the roots
within the rootball

d) the loss of excess moisture from the plant by
transpiration and desiccation by wind

e) the loss of available moisture to competing plants
(including grasses and weeds) which are more
successful at moisture collection

Any of these factors can result in a stress condition starting.
Should this happen, considerable attention is required to reverse
the event and restart growth which will produce new root.

The use of irrigation is advisable but not to the extent where soil
is constantly saturated and water logged. This would cause
root-air starvation.

The use of an anti-transpirant spray to slow down water loss in
transplanted conifers can significantly aid establishment. By
coating the leaves and stomata with a bio-degradable material,
moisture loss is reduced and the risk of transplanting stress
lowered. This aids establishment as growth is less likely to be
stopped by stress. The plant receives sufficient moisture and
retains the ability to grow new root and grow out of its inherent
root-shoot imbalance.

With deciduous trees the practice of lateral branch pruning is
effective in reducing initial leaf area and therefore transpiration
demand which can exceed the moisture able to be provided by
the root system. This re balances the root-shoot ratio and lessens
the risk of serious stress. Pruning also aids the formation of a
good branch structure and crown/head development in trees.

She would have undoubtedly
been even more creative had she had the range of plants
available today. Herbaceous perennials are no longer restricted
to a specific border or bed, but are used in a range of situations
where colour, ground cover, drought resistance or an ability to
cope with a moist or boggy situation are required. Although tall
cultivars are still used, there are now many compact plants
available that do not require so much staking and support.

The increasing interest in gardens and plants, fuelled by
television gardening programmes, has led to an increased
demand for new cultivars and larger quantities of plants.

rasses are a most useful addition to all garden and
landscape plantings. The grass family has representatives from
around the globe, from New Zealand, Mexico and South America to
North America, Asia, Africa and Europe.

Those from warmer climates tend to flower late in our season, whilst
many newer varieties are bred for earlier flowering. These versatile
plants offer great variety in colour and texture throughout the
seasons. Many, but not all, varieties benefit from a cut back over
winter but by delaying this until February the viewer benefits from
their winter structures — amazing when covered with hoar frost!

Many grasses are evergreen and also contribute to the winter
scene.

Grasses are not difficult subjects. Most prefer an open aspect in
full sun, although some are happy in shade.

They are tolerant of most soil types and many are very drought
tolerant, once their roots have penetrated deep into the soil.
Studies of prairie grasses have shown root depths of over 2 metres.

Generally, deciduous varieties are cut back at the end of February
before new growth begins to show. Evergreen varieties mainly
need combing once a year to remove dead leaves, but some
resent being cut back.

Bamboos are graceful plants, evocative of foreign and
exotic locations, and are increasingly being used in
landscape and garden plantings. Some are used indoors, but
they are mainly known for their garden use, having been
popular plants since Victorian times and more recently, as
part of the revival in exotic planting schemes.

Cultivation

Bamboos do not like drying out at all and prefer soils which
retain moisture. However many proven plantings thrive in low
rainfall areas, once they are established. Good soil cultivation,
incorporating some moisture retentive organic matter, with

the use of a good post planting mulch constitutes best
practice. Irrigation of newly planted bamboos is advised, with
further irrigation in dry periods for the first two seasons if
required, to ensure healthy establishment. The best mulch
for bamboo is the use of its own leaves and sheaths; do
not be tempted to clear them away from the base of the plant
as they also recycle nutrients back to the roots. A light
dressing of nitrogen based fertilizer will help refresh a plant,
but it will not need regular feeding. Some pruning of thin
canes and lower branches will promote a good display of
bamboo stems.

erns are the foliage plants for every garden or landscape.
The Victorians had an all-consuming passion for ferns and
established a fashion for ferneries, some of which still survive
today. Ferns are among the oldest plants on earth; they are
considered primitive plants, and are only a few rungs above
mosses on the evolutionary scale.

With such an extensive range, ferns are a must in any planting plan
and provide a useful textural and dramatic element to the garden.

Most outdoor ferns are resilient and can be happily planted in
many awkward spots in a garden: dark corners, on banks, under
trees, cracks in walls, paving, or in damp woodland spaces. An
assumption often made, is that all ferns need wet/boggy soils to

succeed; there are those that will perform well in those
conditions, but many of the species described actually require
well-drained positions.

It is most likely that no other type of plant is as well known for its
shade tolerance. It is best to avoid positions where they will be in
full sun, between noon and 3pm. However, Dryopteris affinis and
its cultivars can do well in sun. The ideal position for most ferns is
a shady, moist yet well-drained site, that is out of the wind.

They are, in the main, plants that prefer alkaline soils, or are
totally indifferent to all but extreme pH.

Deciduous ferns should be cut back in the winter, whereas
evergreen varieties are best cut back just as the new fronds
begin to show, in the spring.

limbing plants have always successfully competed for
space and light in a competitive environment; hence they are
ideal for today’s contemporary gardens where space can be at
a premium. They can work with other plants and offer
opportunities for display without compromising on space.

When planting climbers by walls please site them at least 40cm
away from the rain shadow area of the wall and angle the plant
into the wall. The provision of some means of support, even for
self-clingers, is recommended, as this will accelerate their
establishment and aid vertical coverage.

Climbers will perform well in areas that have been well cultivated
and prepared with organic matter.

Clematis grow well in alkaline soils, but also tolerate neutral to
acid soils. When planting in acidic soils, incorporate lime to lower
the pH to 6.5 or above. With large flowered cultivars ensure the
root crown is 6¢cm below the planting hole rim/ground level. Deep
planting encourages a healthy basal root crown of buds and is a
precaution against ‘Clematis Wilt’, or sudden wilting. Evergreen
species rarely suffer from ‘Clematis Wilt and should be planted
with their root crown level with the surrounding soil.

Red rose
blooms are used as an expression of love and an attractive lady
was once referred to as an ‘English Rose’. Roses were introduced
to England by plant collectors during the reign of George Il and
many were grown on a site at Kew by his mother.

Today the sheer versatility of this genus of plants is amazing.
Available cultivars are suitable for many uses and situations
including: bedding and hedging, specimens and shrubs for
mixed planting, climbers for walls and pergolas, dwarf forms for
pots and rock gardens and most recently ground cover roses.

Zéphirine Drouhin

Roses grow best in sunny, airy situations in a heavy loam that is
neutral or slightly acid. Growth can be sparse on poor soils and
those with a high pH, in which case substantial amounts of
organic matter are needed to ensure success.

Training varies with the type and situation, but many modern
ground cover and bush roses will respond to cutting back with a
hedge trimmer, while climbing and shrub roses need more
specialist individual attention.

Good aftercare is essential, with most cultivars requiring
attention to keep pest and diseases at bay. However, providing
the right growing conditions, including feeding with a high
potash feed in summer, will dramatically reduce any problems.

he origins of Rhododendrons can be traced back millions of
years to a wide range of countries and climate conditions.
Evolution and breeding have produced a range of species and
varieties that can cope with most acidic garden and landscape
situations. Rhododendrons and Azaleas are mainly evergreen
and some could justify their place in a garden by their leaves
alone. Some deciduous Azaleas are also valued for their
stunning autumn colour.

Rhododendrons do require a lime free soil (p.H. 7.0 or less) but
their shallow rooting nature means they can even be grown on
raised beds 400-450mm over more alkaline soils. However,
shallow roots indicate a need for mulch and additional irrigation
in dry summers. Non-alkaline organic material — peat, leaf mould
or pine bark — will help moisture retention on light sandy soils
and help lighten and improve drainage on heavy soils. Pruning is
not generally required but should the hardy types grow too big
they can be cut back hard before growth starts in the spring.
A watch should be kept for suckers that should be removed, or
the plant can be taken over.

here are only three indigenous conifers in the UK: Pinus
sylvestris, (the Scot’s Pine) Juniperus communis, (the Common
Juniper) and Taxas baccata (the Common Yew). Plant collectors
and breeders have vastly supplemented this range over the
years to give the variety we enjoy today. Plant form varies from
ground cover and slow growing dwarf forms to large forest trees,
from slender to sweeping, from upright to weeping. The all year
round interest that these plants create is further enhanced by
the variety of foliage colours available, most being evergreen,
but many showing seasonal colour change.

Most conifers are tolerant of exposure and will grow in practically
any soil. With the majority of species care should be taken to
avoid water-logging. It is important for establishment, that good
preparation/drainage of heavy or compacted soil is carried out,
to avoid root death. The immediate area around the plant should
be kept weed free, in the first two to three years, until the plant
is well established.

Pruning will vary depending on the effect required. For hedging
— prune regularly. Spreading conifers can be contained by
removing branches back to the centre of the plant, whilst other
conifers are best left to grow to their full size. It should be
remembered that, with the exception of Yew and Juniper, if cut
back beyond the foliage into the bare branches you will get no
further growth and be left with a bleak picture.

rees have an architectural structure that provides form,
height, and texture to a planting scheme.

New trees should be fed and watered regularly, especially in hot,
dry spells. If the tree is to be planted in a lawn, protect the trunk
from mechanical damage by using a tree guard; also prevent
other plants growing too close to the stem. We recommend
inserting a perforated pipe into the soil, at the time of planting,
to ensure that water reaches the roots.

edging and Shelterbelts are a vital part of creating natural
boundaries and divisions within a planting scheme. They protect
main planting areas from the ravages of wind, frost and other
weather extremes. A small microclimate is often created within
these boundaries to accommodate more exotic planting that
wouldn’t otherwise survive.

They also offer the added bonus of providing natural habitats for
wildlife and birds.

Choosing the right hedging can also provide a substantial
burglar proof barrier over time, an increasingly important selling
point.

Many hedging plants are versatile and will grow in most soils and
situations. However, some varieties are more suited to certain
soils types, so choosing the right plant is essential.

For a formal hedge, prune regularly to promote bushy growth.
Natural hedges can be left to grow and form an informal
boundary.

When pruning don't forget to take into account any wildlife
present, particularly in the spring.
