VWHEREAS, M. Hol brook, as he told Bill Myers in an
interview, presented his first solo performance as Mark Twai n at
Lock Haven State Teachers College in Pennsylvania in 1954, as a
"desperate alternative to selling hats or running elevators to
keep his famly alive"; and

WHEREAS, |ater Ed Sullivan saw Hol brook's performance and
invited himon the Ed Sullivan Show where Hol brook received his
first national exposure as Twain on February 12, 1956; and

VWHEREAS, eventually nore performances and ot her venues woul d
solidify M. Hol brook's "Mark Twai n Tonight" as the npbst enduring
one man show in theatrical history and would inspire many nore
actors and actresses to bring to life characters of history to the
worl d's theater goers; and

VWHEREAS, M. Hol brook has represented the United States of
Anerica by way of Mark Twain Toni ght on groundbreaki ng

per formances in Europe which included the first appearance of an
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Anmerican Drama Actor followng Wrld War Il in a country behind
the Iron Curtain; and

WHEREAS, M. Hol brook's career has extended beyond Mark Twai n
including starring roles on Broadway in Man of LaMancha, The d ass
Menagerie, | Never Sang for My Father; nore than 60 novies
i ncl udi ng nost recent ones: "The Mjestic,”" "Men of Honor," and
"The Firni; and nore than 100 non-Twai n tel evi si on appearances,
i ncluding 50 made-for-television filns or mniseries which have
earned him 12 Emy nom nations, winning five; and

VWHEREAS, M. Hol brook's Mark Twai n Toni ght passed the 2000
performance mark on January 17, 2004, and tonorrow ni ght, March
13, 2007, in Jackson, Mssissippi, wll be inits 53rd year and
has earned himan Emy for his 1967 tel evision performnce, a Tony
for his Broadway performance in 1966, and a Drama Critic's Crcle
Awar d; and

VWHEREAS, Hal Hol brook is married to Dixie Carter, a true
Sout hern Bell e from our nei ghboring state of Tennessee; and
