Gross-
cup set a collegiate record during his junior 
season, completing 94-of-136 passes for a 68.6 
completion percentage. He bettered the old mark 
by 4.6 percent. Grosscup also led the nation in 
passing yardage in 1957, throwing for 1,398 
yards, including 10 touchdowns and just two 
interceptions. His two interceptions was the best 
mark in the nation as well. Finishing with 1,274 
yards, Grosscup finished sixth in the nation in 
total offense in 1957. In addition to his first-team 
honors, Grosscup was honored by numerous 
outlets as a second-team All-American. He fin-
ished 10th in the balloting for the 1957 Heisman 
Trophy. Grosscup passed for 316 yards against 
Army in 1957. He was also 12-of-13 passing in 
a terrible snowstorm against Colorado State. He 
also punted for the Utes. Grosscup still holds 
the Utah record for single-season completion 
percentage, set in 1957. He ranks third on the 
Utah career chart for completion percentage, 
completing passes at a .621 clip. Grosscup was 
an all-Skyline Conference first-team selection 
in both 1957 and 1958. He was a first-round 
selection of the New York Giants in the 1959 
NFL Draft.

Marv Bateman earned FWAA All-America hon-
ors following both the 1970 and 1971 seasons. 
He holds the distinction of being the only Utah 
football player ever to be named first-team All-

set an NCAA record by averaging 45.6 yards a 
punt. With Bateman handling the punting, Utah 
led the nation in team punting in 1970. He tal-
lied a long punt of 72 yards as a junior. Bateman 
also made a 52-yard field goal in 1970. In 1971, 
Bateman converted six of eight PATs and four 
of 10 field goals. His punting average was 48.1 
yards per punt, breaking his own NCAA record. 
Bateman currently holds Utah records for single-
game (54.14), single-season (48.07) and career 
(46.89) punting average. His single-game record 
was set in 1970 against Wyoming. The single-
season mark came in 1971. Bateman also earned 
all-WAC honors in 1970 and 1971.

Odom returned 13 punts for an average of 23.3 
yards per punt return in 1973, including two for 
scores.

Erroll Tucker was named an All-America return 
specialist in 1985 by the FWAA, The Sporting 
News and Football News. In 1985, Tucker re-
turned 16 punts for an average of 24.3 yards per 
and two touchdowns. He averaged 29.1 yards 
per return on 24 kickoffs, including two TDs and 
a long return of 100 yards. Tucker became just 
the third player in NCAA history to score on a 
punt return, kick return and interception return 
in one season in 1985. At the time, Tucker was 
the only player in NCAA history to score more 
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than one TD on punt returns, kick returns and 
interceptions returns in one season. He scored 
twice on kick returns, twice on punt returns and 
three times on interception returns during his 
senior season. Tucker also set an NCAA record 
for highest return average (punts and kicks 
combined) in one season, averaging 27.2 yards 
per return in 1985. He was the first player in the 
history of college football to lead the country 
in both kick and punt returns. Tucker was 14th 
in the nation in kickoff returns and eighth in 
punt returns as a junior in 1984. In addition to 
his kick return prowess, Tucker grabbed six 
interceptions and broke up nine passes in 1985. 
Tucker earned all-WAC honors as a return spe-
cialist twice. He was a second-team choice as a 
defensive back in 1984 and a first-team selection 
in 1985.

Luther Elliss was declared a consensus All-
American in 1994 after making the AP, AFCA, 
FWAA, Scripps Howard and United Press Inter-
national teams. He finished the season with 78 
total tackles, starting all 11 games at defensive 
tackle during his senior campaign after playing 
defensive end the previous two seasons. Elliss 
led the 1994 squad with nine tackles for loss, 
while also tallying four sacks, two fumble recov-
eries, two pass break-ups and a forced fumble. A 
three-time all-WAC selection, he led the confer-
ence in sacks as a junior with 10, despite being 
double-teamed on virtually every play.

Jordan Gross was proclaimed a consensus All-
American following the 2002 season—earning 
a place on the Associated Press, FWAA, Walter 
Camp, American Football Coaches Association 
(AFCA) and The Sporting News’ teams. Gross 
was also an Outland Trophy finalist in 2002 and 
was a unanimous first-team all-Mountain West 
Conference selection.

Chris Kemoeatu made two All-America teams 
following Utah’s historic 2004 season—earn-
ing a place on the FWAA and by SI.com teams.

He averaged 68 snaps per 
game and recorded a team-best 81 knockdowns. 
Kemoeatu had four double-digit knockdown 
games during his senior season, including 11 vs.

Alex Smith, Utah’s first-ever Heisman Trophy 
finalist, earned National Player of the Year 
honors from Sports Illustrated and The Sporting 
News and was a first-team All-American of 
the FWAA and SI.com (second-team Walter 
Camp). He would become Utah’s first-ever No. 
1 overall selection in the NFL Draft, foregoing 
his senior season and joining the San Francisco 
49ers in 2005. On a conference level, Smith was 
the 2004 MWC Offensive Player of the Year 
and earned the conference’s player of the week 
award six times in 2004. Smith passed for 32 
touchdowns during the 2004 season, completing 
214-of-317 attempts for 2,952 yards. He also 
rushed for 631 yards and 10 touchdowns in his 
final Ute campaign. Smith was 21-1 in his career 
as Utah’s starting quarterback. He finished his 
career as the school record-holder in career 
yards per completion, career completion percent-
age and career passing efficiency. Smith’s career 
touchdown-to-interception ratio was 5.9:1. 
Smith was a second-team all-MWC performer 
during his sophomore season, passing for 2,247 
yards and rushing for 452. He tossed 15 touch-
down passes against just three interceptions as a 
sophomore, including a stretch of 180 attempts 
without allowing an interception. In addition 
to his on-field accomplishments, Smith was 
outstanding in the classroom. He was named the 
2004 Academic All-American of the Year for all 
NCAA sports from a field of over 360,000 ath-
letes. Smith graduated with a bachelor’s degree 
in economics in just two years—days after his 
20th birthday. He had begun work on a master’s 
degree before leaving for the NFL.
