COMMUNTCATTIONS

Radloe Circults

1. The U. S, Navy will provide radio and terminal equip-
ment on loan basis as necessary for the establiahment of a
four-channel multiplex radlo-teletype circult between 1ts
operating agencies in Washington, D.,C., and the principal
operating agencles of the Admirselty and Commander, U.S.Naval
Forces, 'Europe. Admiralty will provide the necessary anten-
nas, electric power, cont?ol lines and suitable housing for
all equlpment at the British end of fthe circult at no cost
to the U. 8, The Admiralty will provide all malntenance and
operating personnel for the London terminal except such opera-
ting personnel as are provided by Commander, U,S, Naval Forces,
Furope, on his channels, Similarly, the U, S. Navy will pro-
vide all malntenance and operating poersornel for the_ Washington
terminal except such gperating personnel as are provided by
the British Admiralty Delegatlon on 1ts channel,

2. The London SIGINT Board will continue to maintain 1in
operation the existing redio telegraph clrcult (EYDRA) between
Oshawa and London (GCCS). STANCIB will maintain a land-line
link between Oshawa and Washington,

trols or has the use of a communicatlion channel (radlo or
otherwise) the terminals of which are so located that the
channel could be employed, advantageously from the standpoint
of time-saving, fgr the transmission of raw traffic directly
from one party's source to the other's (Washlngton or London)
operating agency, the parties may agree on such employment ang
on appropriate contributory arrangements.

Cryptographic Chennels for Communications

4. Communications exchanged by exposed means between
agencles of STANCIB on the one hand and those of the London
SIGINT Board cn the other shall employ cryptographlc chamnels
provided excluslvely for communications between these agencles.
