4, Conclugion: YCRC overall very pleased with treatment of detainees by U5, forces.

.They appreviaic that situation is fluid and the JTF must be flexible. They accept that the

LS. must facior force protection as a paramount consideration. They expect, however,
that the JTF wili make conlipuous adjustments in its procedures as it refines and clarifies

b wenual threat lavel. If 1he threat from cenain detainees lessens, then jesser forms of

reswraimt may be appropriate al the commander™s discretvion.

5. Recompeendgiions: Continue to provide JICRC with aceess and cooperation. Also, per
the Casnmiander’s direction, I will prepare 2 memorandum for the record siating the
ICRC's concerns and explaining JTF 160's response 1o each of those concems,

INPART:

MPs have the detainees knee] down when restrainis are being applicd because:

1. This position is safer for all parties involved. The detainee is Jess likely 10 resis
being placed in restraints in this position, thus not having apy incidenl escalaie 10
a point of a detainee being injured, possibly seriously.

2. W is more casily accessible 10 place the restraints on the detaines in the kneeling

position. This s 10 have complete control of the restraints 10 avoid any possibility
of injury i¢ & detainee.

3. This technique is in accordance with policy and procedures and applicable SOP’s,

The reason for a cloahed hady search is twofold:

1. In case there 3% an item on the person of a detainee and that detainee is unaware

of that itern. 1t can bic removed so that no injury can occur Lo that detainee duning
trangit. 1f they had not been senrched aecording 10 policy and procedures and
appheable SOP’s, and an item was on their petson, and during a transit, tha

detainee slipped and fell by accident, there world be a chance for possible mjury
10 that detsines by that item.

The MPs perform a cloihed body search by policy and procedures and applicable
S0OP’s set forth 1o them by higher comnpand. This js to protect both the MFPs and
deiaiiices fiom possible harm or injury should a detainee wish 1o inflicl injury 1o

any MPs, other service mimmber, or civilians that they may be nenrby,

In U.§. correctional institutions, these measures are applied even on the leas:
violent criminals withis & prison sysiem whether they are petiy thieves or
substanGe abusers 1p 10 and incloding murderers and rapisis.

Detainees are allowed 10 take three showers per week. They are given five mimines for a
“ghowet with an additional five minines if they wish 1o shave. It usually averages out 10
about fificen minwtes to1al when completed. This equaics 10 45 mioutes per week, The
detainees are allowed three 20-mimne recreation periods per week and 1his equates 1o 60
minues of recreation per week. Between the shower and vecreation, the detainees are oun
of their cells for over two hours per week. Thosé detainees who qualify for Camp 4 will
hiuve access to both showers and extended commumal recreationgl periods every day.

MFs wear jalex gloves when they place restraints on delainees for health reasons. 1f 2
deiaines bus any open cuis or sores, by the MPy wearing Imex gloves, there is lets chance
for the detaimee obtaining an infection from an MP in case that 1heir hands may have heen

contaminated by a batwerinl substance. Again, searches are performed in accordance with
policy and procedures and applicable SOP's.

Female MPs esconi delainees 1o the recreation area and shower nnly on the first detainee.
Omce that detainee is placed in the shower drea, the female MP leaves that area. The
detamee then weould take his shower, The female MP does not retum to the shower area
again until ail designated detainees have showered, At mo 1ime is 2 female ME in the
- garrouniding ares by the shower when detoinees are 1aking o shower. This is in
“aegordance with sl poiiey and procedures and applicable SOP's.

Orverall, detainees are allowed oot of their cells more than the 120 minutes a week
“Lwiiantd 1o what is reponed.
