Most of the apartments were shared by 2 or 3ﬁpeuph:, The
building had been lived in by one of the residents, an nlde_r man,  since }QSL. leu‘ new
generation of approximately 25 younger squatters started MOVIng in in the Spning of 1994,
When they moved in the bullding had no electricity or plumbing, n-:s_st.'t:rc:i&::ﬁ. barely any
interior structure and was full of rubble and trash. In that short amount of time the Squatters had
turned the building into a comfortable place to live and a community center, In the CﬂmmDn—.sp—
ace on the ground floor the squarters held a cafe once a week and put on concerts and parties.
They cleaned out and maintained a community garden in the -empty lot next to the hgl]dmg,
They had good contact with the neighbours on the block and WEre a source of inspiration and
new energy to the older squatting community on the Lower East Side.
When Patrick got down 10 the second floor of the building on this fatefyl Sunday, he smelled
smoke. He went into the apariment in the South West comner of the building and saw that there
was a small fire growing on the sairs 1o the loft bed in the room. He ran upstairs to get the fire

“extinguisher out of our room, confident he could put the fire out. I got up and got dressed

hurmedly. | was sure [ was overreacting when [ pulled my saved money out of it's hiding place
and put it in my pocket, but | thought better safe than sorry. Downstairs another squatter had
also gotten a fire extinguisher, and she and Patrick attacked the flames, The extinguishers had
almost no effect. Looking behind him, Patrick saw that the fire was rapidly climbing the walls
and threatening to close them in.

a few things from upstairs. We tried to give them hists of what we needed so thew would know
what 10 grab. The few lists that they did accepr trom us were ignored. Despite the proof we had
that the swaircases were intact, they told us 1t was impossible for them 10 go above the 3rd floor.
Dozens of police officers were rOaming in and out of the building, none of them were wearing
hard hats and it was obvious the building was in sound condition Many people saw officers
coming out of the building counting wads of cash and going through bags, [:ut[lrly things in their
own pockets. We were powerless 1o stop them.

| had feared that our belongings from the 3rd floor NW COmEr apartment. even if not damaged

The demohtuon was not carried out safely. The bullding had been full of unsafe matenal- the
walls were covered in lead paint and there was asbestos present. The squatters had covered the
walls in new sheetrock and isolated the asbestos to make their living spaces safe. With the hasty
demolition proper precautions were not taken and clouds of these toxins hovered over the block
for days while the demolition progressed. Later in the week one of the squatters who spent a lot
of tme on the block protesting the demolition and two residents of neighbouring buildings went
o the hospial and were treated for asbestos poisoning. In the coming weeks many more people
in the neighbourhood may nave similar or worse problems.
luesday afternoon, February 11, another court hearing was held. Most of the building had
alréady been destroyed and removed as rubble from the site. The Judge heard testimony and
agreed that the city had acied in blatant disregard of our human ngnts and the safety of the
neighbourhood. She held the city in contempt of court for continuing demolition after the sty
had been issued 24 hours earlier. She ordered that the demolition stop immediately and that the
remaining rubble stay on the site where we could go through it and atempt to recover some
belongings. Again this court order was ignored and demolition continued. A few days later the
tormer site of our home was nothing bur a hole in the ground.

People all over the city have rallied to our support. Even the news stations. usually quick to
judge squatters harshly, portrayed the events sympathetcally. One reporter announced on
television that the ciry would have 10 answer in court for it’s mistreatment of us.

We are now beginning the process of suing the City of New York for damages. It was
cxtremely painful for us to write affidavits detailing the events and everything that we lost; the
years of hard work that had turned the abandoned building into our home, our irreplaceable
belongings like photo albums and letters. our savings, idenufication, imporiant papers,
collections, appliances, everything. Many people lost their means of survival; tools, ant supplies,
a DJ's turntables and record collection, instruments. The house was also destroyed before an
investigation into the possibility of arson as cause of the fire could ke place.

We have photographs and video tape of the evenis, neighbours and experts have agreed to testify
on our behalf. Hopefully some of our losses will be recovered in the suit, though money could
never replace what we have lost.

Meanwhile, the former residents are still sleeping on friends' floors and couches while we Ty to

buud new lives for ourselves. Our house is gone and our lives are radically disrupted, but our
spint and community are strong.
