Vietnam.

While Deloitte does have existing relationships with some of the
entities on the list, this does not influence or affect the outcome
of the final Technology Fast 50 list, which is judged on percentage
revenue growth.

Technology companies are invited to self-nominate for the Deloitte
Australia Technology Fast 50 list via our website. Financial data
about the top 50 companies is provided by the entrants and
gathered via our online survey tool, DTermine. It is then cross-
checked using each company’s financial information which have
been verified by their accountants or a registered auditor.
