Society of Friends Quietly Fighting 
TtM KnUherfcoeMr New.

Members of the Society of Friends are a quiet people. 
Their church service is a silent, contemplative period of 
"centering down." However, when their belief "that there 
is that of God in every man" is challenged, they do not 
hesitate to speak out. 

They are only 8,500 members in New York State, but 
with the help of a professional lobbyist group in Washington, 
D C , and by quietly but firmly asserting their beliefs, they 
make themselves heard. 

Occasionally they punctuate their words with actions that 
seem almost out of character for the quiet, peaceful people 
they are. 

Last year a member of the Friends immolated himself 
on the steps of the Pentagon. This action sent a shudder 
through the members of the Society in Albany, but even then 
the Friends had no doubt about the man's sincerity. 

Last month they held their Yearly Meeting at Lake 
George to discuss their major concern--"the tragic situ­
ation in Viet Nam." A report published after the meeting 

"-^cajlled on members of the Society of Friends to exercise their 
consciences and offered support to those Quakers whose 
actions resulted in financial or personal loss. 

"We call upon Friends to obey the Inner Light even when 
this means disobeying man's laws, and to risk whatever penal­
ties may be incurred," said the report. 

"We call upon Friends to examine their consciences con­
cerning whether they cannot more fully dissociate themselves 
from the war machine by tax refusal or changing occupa­
tions." 

"We call upon Friends to urge that young men consider 
in conscience whether they can submit to a military system 

that commands to kill and destroy. 

"We call upon Friends Meetings to support acts of com­
promise by setting up Committees for Sufferings to keep 
close touch with deeply exercised Friends and their families 
who may need spiritual and material care because of then 
witness." 

So far, there has been no indication that any Friends 
will not pay their taxes, or refuse the draft or disobey "man's 
laws.1' But if they do they will be supported by other 
Friends. 

"I've thought about it tjut I'm not persuaded that this is 
an effective way. I admire people if their conscience leads 

them to take that action," says John Daniels, clerk of the 
Albany Society of Friends. 

In the meantime, the Friends have quietly dispatched 
letters to their congressmen and President Johnson. 

"Specifically," the letters urged, "we wish to sures t t<» 
you with all the moral power we can bring to bear that the 
United States immediately stop all bombing and reduce mili­
tary activities to purely defensive action pending the phased 
withdrawal of American troops and the introduction of such 
international guarantees for the maintenance of order as arc-
acceptable to the Vietnamese people." 

Carbon copies were sent to the Secretary of State, Secre­
tary of Defense, Ambassador Goldberg and Premier Ky. 

John Daniels, who frequently writes and visits congress­
men, said he knows his letters are not read by high officials 
but that they are weighed. Sometimes he gets answers. 

When he wrote Representative Carleton J. King following 
a statement made by the Republican congressman in favor 
of escalation, Mr. Daniels expressed the view that "if he was 
really concerned with the welfare of our boys that escalation 
would only further their suffering." 

The congressman wrote back: "Personally, I feel that 
we ought to get out of this thing as fast as we can under 
conditions which will make our sacrifices significant, help 

to provide an enduring and enforceable and equitable peace 
and decrease the likelihood of a big war." 

"lie straddled the issue pretty well," said the Quaker. 
"If sheer power could settle the matter you'd think it 

would, but this just goes on. Here's this tremendous nation 
with unlimited power, in a sense putting to an absolute test 
whether you can decide things by sheer force of violence." 

"When we issue a statement we make it to all parties 
to the conflict. Quakers believe that there is that of God in 
every man whether you are a Communist or a North Viet­
namese or any type of people," said Mr. Daniels. 

Last year the clerk forwarded letters to President John­
son, Secretary-General of the United Nations U-Thant, Pre­
mier Kosygin of Russia, Mao Tse Tung of China and Presi­
dent Ho Chi Minh of North Viet Nam, urging them to work 
toward a cease lire, the establishment of diplomatic rela­
tions between the People's Republic of China and an agree­
ment to halt spread of nuclear weapons. 

Again Mr Daniels did not get answers to his letters, but 
only one was returned A letter addressed simply to "Presi­
dent Ho Chi Minh, Hanoi, North Viet Nam" was returned 
stamped "Service Suspended.'

Valatie Youths Learn Fellowship 
Vatican Honors Ryan

Twelve Valatie teenagers 

have returned from a 10,000-
mile journey into Mexico and 
Guatemala to observe Pres­
byterian missionary work first 
hand. 

Two station wagons bulging 
with camping gear, suitcases 
and five spare tires carried 
them on their 36-day trip. The 
Rev. George A. Isley 3d, who 
could easily be mistaken for 
a Peace Corps volunteer, led 
the high school students on 
their tour of clinics, Bible in­
stitutes, universities, seminar­
ies, industrial projects and 
campsites. 

Starting point was the red 
brick First Presbyterian 
Church in the Hudson Valley 
village of Valatie. 

Camping Out 
From there, the group head­

ed out on June 30 and traveled 
through Pennsylvania, West 
Virginia, Tennessee, Louisi­
ana and Texas, camping out 

and worshipping with Presby­
terians along the way. 

The group entered Mexico 
from Brownsville, Tex. A de­
lay in the ferry trip to Yuca­
tan Peninsula resulted in one 
of the more unforgettable ex­
periences of the trip. 

'Because of the delay," 
said Rev. Isley, "we camped 
on the Isle of Carmen." The 
Isle of Carmen proved to be 
a camipsite for another group 
numbering in the millions — 
sand fleas. 

"It was unbelievable," said 
Rev. Isley. "The only relief 
we could get was to swim :n 
the ocean." 

Dismal Poverty 
But the major lasting im­

pression gained from the 
trip, he said, was n ot the 
fleas, but the dismal condi­
tions of poverty in which most 
Mexicans a nd Guatemalans 
exist. 

"The kids had never seen 
anything like it before," he 

said. "I think it made them 
more thankful for what they 
have." 

One youth, he said, termed 
the trip a course in "home 
appreciation." 

Amid the poverty, the group 
also saw the ruins of the once 
glorious Mayan Indian civili­
zation at Chichen - Itza, Mex­
ico. One relic w as particu­
larly fascinating — a sacrifi­
cial stone on which young 
maidens were beheaded in 
ancient rituals. Channels for 
the flow of blood were still 
visible on t he Precolumlbian 
chopping block. 

Work and Fun 
The Valatie travelers spent 

a week at the Monte Sion 
Presbyterian camp near Lake 
Amatitlan. The teenagers 
helped paint, piaint trees and 
landscape the grounds there. 
For relaxation they ciimbed 
to the top of a nearby vol­
cano, which erupted (but only 
slightly). 

Latin American roads at 
times slowed the caravan to 
a snail's pace. The spare tires 
came in handy, but. noted 
Rev. Isley thankfully, the 
blowouts were slow ones. A 
skid on treacherous mountain 
roads could have been disas-
terous. 

One unexpected by-Jproduct 
o( the trip, said Rev. Isley, 
was the fellowship developed 
by the parents of the young 
travelers. "They would get to­
gether, compare letters, and 
pray for our safety," he said. 
"The trip helped strengthen 
the unity of our church.' '

Beatle's Critics Ignore Sermon on the Mount

Irate Christians who are 
Burning Beatles' records 
might do well to pause be­
tween bonfires and read the 
New Testament. 

During His career as an 
itinerant preacher and teach­
er, Jesus was subjected to far 
worse insults than having His 
popularity compared unfavor­
ably to a group of rock-'n-roll 
singers. 

He was spat upon, hooted at, 
stoned, beaten and run out of 
town. He was accused of be­
ing a liar, a fake, a traitor 

and an ally of the devil. And 
finally, of course, He was put 
to death. 

His response to these perse­
cutions baffled many of His 
disciples in 1st Century Pales­
tine. And recent news reports 
about the Beatles' incident 
seem to indicate that some of 
his followers in 20th Century 
America still haven't got His 
message. 

The message was spelled out 
quite clearly in His Sermon 
on the Mount. 

"But I say to you, love 
your enemies, do good to those 
who hate you, bless those who 

curse you, pray for those who 
abuse you. 

"Be merciful, even as your 
Father in Heaven is merci­
ful." 

He also had a forth­
right word for those who feel 
that they need to make a pub­
lic display of their religious 
devotion. 

"Beware of practicing your 
piety before men in order to 
be seen by them . 

He did not think much of 
pious people who sit in judg­
ment on others. 

"Judge not, that yoi* be not 
judged," he said. " 

c4.ngelo DeGiule Funeral Monday 

Above all, He warned men 
against a self-righteous and 
unforgiving spirit: 

"If you forgive others the 
wrongs they have done, your 
Heavenly Father will also for­
give you. 

The amazing thing about 
Him was that He practiced 
what He preached. 

In the last extremity of 
suffering, He did not hate 
back. 

"Father, forgive them," he 
prayed. "They do not know 
what they are doing." 

It is hard to believe that He 
would have been any less 
charitable toward a young 
rock-'n-roll singer who put his 
foot in his mouth. 

The Albany altar boy who 
grew up to become an arch­
bishop will return to hi-, home 
town in September with anoth­
er honor bestowed upon him. 

The Most Rev. Joseph T. 
Ryan will be raised to the Or­
der of the Grand Cross, the 
highest rank in the Equestrian 
Order of the Holy Sepulchre.
