Q. What do these items have 1n common?

Jam, sewing machines, coriander, chicks, A4 paper, writng
implements, chocolate, wood for construction, musical mmstruments,
sage, ginger, fruit preserves and ropes for fishing are among the list
of at least 55 i1items which Israel prohibits from entry into
the Gaza Strip, according to the Gisha Legal Center for Freedom of
Movement, an Israeli organisation which seeks to protect the freedom
of movement of Palestinians.

Gaza 1s home to 1.5 million Palestimans, 75% of whom are mternally-
displaced refugees. Since 2006, they have been trapped by a military
siege, as the Israeli army has completely surrounded the Gaza Strip
and controls every person and item that enters or exits the territory.
The residents of Gaza are deprnived of suthcient food, medicines, and
regular access to basic amenities like electricity on a daly basis.

According to the World Food Progamme, in 2009, 44.8% of Gazans

were unemployed and 85% depended on humanitarian aid to survive.
