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In the past half year, we continued with the
activities in the field of renewable energy and
environmental protection and launched the first
activities under the transfer of knowledge and
experiences with other UNDP offices in the
region, supported by Istanbul Regional Hub. Of
the important events there was a debate
organized in November in the Croatian
Parliament on the role of renewable energy in
the energy security. In December, a conference
was organized for the preparation of projects
eligible for EU funding and a workshop in
Brussels on the renewable energy cooperation
among the countries of the Western Balkans and
the European Union.
