The 1,856 applications include 
applications nlade solely for electronic surveillance, applications made solely for physi,Cal search, 
and combined applications requesting authority for electronic surveillance and physica1 search. 
Of these, 1, 789 applications included requests for authority to conduct electronic surv<Wance.

e 1,789 applications, one was withdrawn by the Government. The FISQ did not 
deny any app · tions in whole or in part The FISC made modifications to the proposjld orders 
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in 40 applicati ns.1 Thus, the FISC approved collectibn activity in a total of 1,788 of the 
applications t included requests for authority to conduct electronic surveillance.
