Nagorno Karabakh: The independent Nagorno Karabakh Republic, having overcome Soviet tyranny
and Azerbaijan’s war of aggression, has built a free, democratic society committed to regional peace.

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6) Will you support continued U.S. aid to Nagorno Karabakh for projects such as de-mining, child
healthcare, and rehabilitation centers?
