Save your story as a word file and send as an email attachment.

Provide a separate title page containing your name and contact details.

Font should be 12-point Times New Roman.

Authors should provide a short biographic paragraph. This should include your
institutional affiliation. You may wish to include contact details and research
interests.

e Do not use Style Headings or elaborate fonts.

e Use single spaces after full stops.

e Punctuation: If the quotation completes a sentence, then the full stop occurs inside
the inverted comma, if not, the full stop goes outside the inverted comma.
