Executing therqulckly, although a simple suggestion, plays a
crucial role i F This principle is generally applicable to
most risk conduct: indulgino in risk conduct for a minimum amount
of time equals minimum chance cf consequence.

Do not saunter through a stecre casually or otherwise looking for
an item that takes your fancy. This behaviour is a definite NO HNO.
The longer you remain in the store the greater the visk cof
detection. This is especially so 1n the larger department stores
which are pervaded with store detectives. It is these =hore
detectives who wander all day through aisle after aisle sear-hini
for the wandering, HESITAENT . Wandering and hesitant

SUSFPECT EVERYBODY

Many -: are duped into believing that the only people ts be
concerned about during are the recognizable security statf,
unrecognizable security staff, store staff and adult shoppers.
Rlthough these people must be reckoned with they do not complete
the list of suspicious persons. All the people in the store,
including CHILDREN, OLD PEOPLE, DISABLED PEOPLE. POOR PEOPLE AND
S0 ON must he treated as surpe~ts during the nlls. Why? remember
this: many shoppers will protect store merchandise more vigorously
than 'he actual owners. In other words the innocent shopper is
likely to dob you in faster than you can blink. This also includes
children who will inform their parents who in turn ‘inform shop
ctaff. Do not become complacent about the abilities of civilian
cshoppers, as Yhey will watch. purzue and apprehend the — with
ac much 2eal :f npet more than the paid security staff.
