CFR seeks quality, diversity, and balance in its membership. Criteria for 
membership include intellectual attainment and expertise; degree of experi-
ence, interest, and current involvement in international affairs; promise of 
future achievement and service in foreign relations; potential contributions 
to CFR’s work; desire and ability to participate in CFR activities; and stand-
ing among peers.
	 CFR membership is restricted to U.S. citizens or permanent residents 
who have formally applied to become citizens. Candidates applying for 
membership must be nominated in writing by a CFR member and seconded 
by a minimum of three, maximum of four, other individuals. Candidates for 
term membership must be thirty to thirty-six years of age on January 1, and 
must be nominated by a CFR member and seconded by a minimum of two, 
maximum of three, other individuals.
