Child
rapists
get less
jail time

Men who rape children under 12
are less likely to be jailed in Victor-
ia, and are being jailed for less time
than those convicted of raping
adults.

The shocking statistics have
emerged as Victoria’s Sentencing
Advisory Council launches an in-
vestigation into what the state’s
courts are taking into account
when judging the seriousness of
sexual offences against children.

The council is due to report to
Attorney-General Martin Pakula
on the sentencing of offenders con-
victed of the sexual penetration of
a child aged under 12 in June.

Its own data shows that between
July 2009 and June 2014, 72 men
were convicted in Victoria of sexu-
ally penetrating a child younger
than 12 (no women were convicted
of the same offence in that period).

Of those men, 75 per cent were
jailed. The median length of jail
sentences was four years.

Almost 14 per cent received a
wholly suspended jail sentence,
and another 8.4 per cent were
handed partially suspended sen-
tences, community-correction or-
ders or community-based orders.
Another 2.8 per cent either re-
ceived youth justice orders or had
their charges discharged or dis-
missed.

In contrast, of the 211 Victorian
men convicted of rape of adults
between 2009 and 2014 (again, no
women were convicted of rape in
that period), 91 per cent were
jailed. The median length of im-
prisonment was five years.

The remaining 9 per cent were
given wholly or partially suspen-
ded sentences, youth justice centre
orders, community correction or-
ders, community-based orders or
other punishments. None had their
charges discharged or dismissed.

Both offences carry a maximum
penalty of 25 years’ imprisonment
and/or a fine of 3000 penalty units.

Hero firefighters. The two words
coupled never fail to make me
cringe.

Almost 20 years ago, after a
small but nasty bushfire that killed
three neighbours in the Dande-
nongs and destroyed more than 30
homes, I reflected in these pages:
‘‘People keep saying we firefighters
are heroes. I wish they would stop.
I don’t feel like a hero. Instead, I am
possessed by unutterable sorrow.’’

Nothing has changed. The myth
of the ‘‘hero firefighter’’ persists
because it suits a social narrative
that only vaguely reflects reality
but makes for a good story. The
mainstream media – and now so-
cial media too – seem to breathe
fresh life into it with every new
conflagration.

‘‘Hero’’ is a word bandied about
with the same sort of hyperbolic
abandon that has neutered other
once-meaningful words like ‘‘awe-
some’’ and ‘‘absolutely’’. It is ap-
plied to a whole range of charac-
ters – from sportsmen to celebrit-
ies and others just doing their job –
with a glib abandon that has made
the term all but meaningless.

‘‘Hero firefighters’’ speaks vol-
umes about the society we have
become rather than the firefighters
themselves.

Ironically, it devalues the very
genuine contribution they make to
the social good and to the com-
munity while encouraging almost
perverse thinking and behaviours.

If anything, setting up the ex-
pectation that firefighters act
