Paratransit Service

Towson University offers dedicated paratransit service to supplement
its regular on-campus shuttle bus service. Paratransit vans provide
scheduled pickups to students, faculty and staff with limited mobility
due to a disability or temporary impairment. Regular users must

be registered with Disability Support Services. Paratransit service is
also available to campus visitors with limited mobility upon request.
Paratransit vans are equipped with a wheelchair lift and will pick up
and drop off at designated campus locations that are accessible safely
by vehicle.

Paratransit service can be requested by calling 410-704-RIDE (7433).
Transport will be provided within 30 minutes of the requested pickup
time. If you require ongoing service, regularly-scheduled pickups can
be arranged by providing Parking and Transportation Services with
your schedule.

Paratransit Service during Fall and Spring Terms:

e Accessible service (via either lift-equipped shuttle bus or paratransit
van) is available around the clock except Saturday-Sunday,
6 a.m.—4 p.m.

e Dedicated paratransit van service is available for DSS-registered
students, faculty and staff Monday-Friday, 7 a.m.~10 p.m.
