For continuing fo write scathing articles, Barrett's contact
with the outside world is resfricted, he is placed under Central
Inmate Monitoring and extended solitary confinement.

Christopher Young is a gay Moorish and Mississippi Native
American imprisoned since 1997 for capital murder and armed
robbery. Since his imprisonment, he has become a jailhouse
lawyer and prison activist. Christopher deals with chronic pain
from a knee injury suffered during prison organizing activities. In
retaliation from prison guards, his knee remains unfreated and
undiagnosed and his sentence has increased for assault on
correctional officers. Christopher will use any anarchist literature he
receives fo sfart an anarchist social movement book club af his
prison.
