Hutchison senior

Davis played goalie for Hutchison, which won its sixth 
straight TGLA state championship this spring with a victory 
over Ensworth. She earned all-American honors after mak-
ing 64 saves on 122 shots, good for 52 percent.

Elizabeth Farnsworth
Hutchison sophomore

Last year’s Best of the Preps player of the year, Farn-
sworth was outstanding again, leading Hutchison with 81 
goals while ranking second on the team with 43 assists. 
She’s an all-American for the second straight season and is 
a top-10 national recruit in the class of 2018.

Griffin Gearhardt
Hutchison junior

A finalist for the third straight season, Gearhardt was 
named all-American for the third consecutive season after 
leading the Sting to another championship. She scored 72 
goals (second best on the team) while leading Hutchison 
with 66 assists. Like cousin Farnsworth, she’s a top-10 na-
tional recruit in her class.

Abbigayle Roberts
St. George’s junior

Roberts, an all-region and all-state selection in the mid-
field, was the offensive catalyst as the Gryphons advanced 
to the state semifinals. She scored 90 goals (a remarkable 
average of 7.8 per game) and assisted on 37 others.

Avery Whitehead
St. George’s junior

One of the top defenders in the area, Whitehead also 
earned all-region and all-state recognition for her play dur-
ing the 2016 season. She won 97 ground balls and 91 draw 
controls while chipping in with 23 goals and 29 assists for 
the state semifinalists.

Girls Coach of the Year
Dave Gearhardt, Hutchison

In his first season as head coach, Gearhardt continued the Sting’s 
winning tradition, guiding the club to its sixth consecutive state 
championship with a 15-5 victory over Nashville Ensworth.

Zack Genereaux
ECS junior

An all-metro performer last season, Genereaux became 
the first local player from the TSLA’s second division to earn 
honorable mention honors. He scored a whopping 82 goals 
during the regular season and assisted on 38 others as ECS 
won the Division 2 championship.

Cade Klawinski
MUS jurnior

The brother of former BOP winner Peyton Klawinski is 
continuing to make a name in his own right. He was one of 
two Owls to be named all-American and was also on the 
all-region and all-state teams after leading the Owls in goals 
(62) and points (82) while chipping in with 20 assists during 
the regular season.

Winn Medlock
MUS senior

A four-year letterman for the top program in the state, 
Medlock earned all-American, all-region and all-state hon-
ors after leading the Owls to the TSLA state championship 
this spring. The Rutgers-bound attacking specialist scored 
42 goals and added 34 assists while averaging nearly five 
points per game during the regular season.

Trammel Robinson
MUS senior

Another four-time letterman, Robinson captained an Owls 
team that finished the year with a 15-3 record and won the 
state championship for the fifth time in the last six years. He 
scored 31 goals and assisted on 16 others during the regu-
lar season to earn first-team all-region honors at midfield.

Swep Wallace
MUS senior

Wallace also served as one of the Owls captains this 
season and his leadership at the back was one of the 
main reasons for them winning another state title. He often 
guarded the opposing team’s No. 1 attacker and averaged 
2.3 ground balls during the regular season en route to win-
ning all-region honors.

Boys Coach of the Year
Elliott Dent, MUS

After a one-year hiatus, Dent’s Owls were back on top of the state 
lacrosse pile after a 12-6 defeat of Montgomery Bell Academy. It’s 
the fifth title in six years for the Owls, who won their last 15 games 
after an 0-3 start.
