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Examining the impact of Calvinism on modern society, this title extends the previous limits of We-
berian analysis. It analyzes how Calvinism has determined most contemporary social institutions in
America, and not just the capitalist economy. Focusing on the relationship between modern society
and classical Calvinism it demonstrates the Calvinist societal 'predestination,’ of American society as

a whole.
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
