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THE REAL FACE OF ERDOGAN 

 

Introduction: 

On the 24th of July, 2015 Turkey launched a war against the Kurds, orchestrated by the conservative AKP 

government and led by Tayyip Recep Erdogan. Turkey has been notably reluctant to join the anti-ISIS 

coalition, despite calls by the Western powers and countries. When Turkey did finally join the international 

coalition, it instead attacked the Kurds rather than ISIS. Turkey is using the cover of fighting against ISIS as 

an excuse to fight and attack the Kurds. Erdogan’s main objective is to limit and weaken the Kurdish people 

and unity, at the cost of long term peace, stability and cohesion in the country. His so called war against ISIS 

is seen by the public opinion as an obvious cover to attack the Kurdish forces and the PKK, and one that has 

strengthened ISIS terrorism.  

Since his election into power in 2002, the Erdogan 

government has reversed many of the democratic and 

positive steps taken earlier and taken concrete steps 

towards authoritarianism. 

Oppression of the media, reducing freedom of speech, 

human rights violations, arbitrary arrests, accusations of 

corruption are just some of the issues that Erdogan has 

been accused of by human rights groups and democratic 

opposition movements. Efforts to undermine rule of law 

and basic democratic rights now define the Erdogan 

government. Freedom of speech, religious and ethnic 

freedoms remain major concerns.  

The positive changes that occurred early in his 

leadership period as a result of efforts to join the EU were soon reversed, and a major crackdown of all 

democratic opposition groups, women’s groups, environmental groups, and the press and human rights 

organisations occurred. The major protests during the May 2013 Gazi Park Protests demonstrate the arbitrary, 

oppressive and authoritarian measures that the Erdogan government will adopt in order to silence peaceful and 

legitimate protestors. Likewise, in 2013 following revelations of a corruption case worth US$100 billion, 

which led to the resignation of at least four ministers, a tape recording was revealed between Erdogan and his 

son, where Erdogan was heard providing instructions to his son to remove large quantities of money. Despite 

the nature of the scandal no major newspapers dared to write about the corruption. As a result, many angry 

citizens took to social media, including twitter and YouTube to express their anger. This resulted in a block of 

social media by Erdogan, effectively silencing dissent and social criticism. These ongoing blocks of social 

media are repeatedly and systematically implemented as a continued and ongoing part of the curbing of 

freedom of speech and human rights. 
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ERDOGAN’S MANIPULATIONS 

 

Journalist and Freedom of Speech: 

Targeting and arresting journalists and those who speak out 

against the oppression of the regime, and oppose 

Erdogan’s rule has become a common factor. Anti-press 

measures are becoming increasingly entrenched in the 

systematic approach of the government to the press. Article 

301, a provision in Turkey’s penal code has made it 

punishable to insult the Turkish nation. Many famous 

journalists and writers have been targeted as a result of his 

provision. 

Between the periods of 2011-2012 Turkey was ranked 148 out of 169 countries by the organisation Reporters 

without Borders for press freedom. The Committee to protect Journalists ranked Turkey as the worst jailer of 

journalists in the world in 2012, ahead of other oppressive regimes such as Iran and China. At the time over 

49 journalists were jailed. In 2014 it was reported that Turkey filed over five times more content removal from 

Twitter than any other country in second half of 2014. Shortly before the 7th of June elections until now, 15 

Kurdish broadcasting channels have been forced to stop broadcasting. The famous Turkish magazine Nokta is 

was targeted as a result of images that were deemed insulting to Erdogan. The Turkish daily newspaper Hurriet 

was also attacked by AKP MPs and supporters twice in September alone. The continuation of arresting of 

journalists is still ongoing, and access to social media is often denied or stopped.  

Recently Turkey arrested and expulsion British VICE news journalists Jake Hanrahan and Philip Pendlebury, 

3 Italian journalists, and Dutch journalist Frederike Geerdink, which indicates a worrying trend in targeting 

foreign journalists as well. Erdogan is no longer content with just targeting local journalists, signifying that 

the situation for the press and journalists is getting worse.  

 

Cyprus: 

In the first years of his leadership, Erdogan promised to 

solve the Cyprus issue, which has been occupied since 

1974 by Turkey to convince the EU to start an access 

process for the membership of Turkey into the EU. One of 

the criteria of the access process for Turkey in the EU was 

and is still the resolution of the ongoing Turkey-Cyprus 

issue. The Turkish government in reality made a pretence 

and a show of attempting to deal with the problem, but in 

reality they have failed to implement concrete steps 

especially those presented by Kofi Anan plan in 2004 and 

later all the other efforts by the UN.  

 

Armenian Genocide:  

Erdogan’s failure to correctly and humanely address the Armenian genocide, despite global consensus and 

condemnation has been another aspect of his leadership failure. As far as 2008, Erdogan condemned an 

international campaign commenced by Turkish intellectuals called the ‘I Apologize Campaign’, in an effort to 

recognize the Armenian genocide. He argued that ‘I neither accept nor support this campaign. We did not 

commit a crime, therefore we do not need to apologise... It will not have any benefit other than stirring up 

trouble, disturbing our peace and undoing the steps which have been taken.’ Later, in 2008 he argued that ‘it 

is not possible for a Muslim to commit genocide.’ 
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 On the 10th of October 2009, a protocol was 

signed by Armenian and Turkish 

representatives in Zurich with the presence of 

the Foreign Affairs Minister of the USA and 

other important political leaders and actors of 

other countries, signed by the Turkish foreign 

affairs minister Ahmet Davutoğlu and the 

Armenian foreign affairs minister Edward 

Nalbandian. With the signing of the protocol 

the Turkish government engaged in another 

empty propaganda towards democratization 

and presented a more ethnically inclusive 

political face to the international community; 

which was proven to be merely just another act 

of manipulation. This protocol has not been accepted by the Turkish parliament and constitutional court, 

because the Erdogan government had no intention of legitimately accepting ethnic inclusiveness or addressing 

past injustices. Erdogan was well aware that the protocol would not be accepted by the parliament and the 

constitutional court, suggesting that this was another propaganda effort to make the Erdogan government 

appear inclusive and democratic. 

In June 2015 the Brazilian Senate adopted a resolution, and joined more than 20 other countries in officially 

recognizing the 1915 genocide of the Armenians. As a result Turkey recalled its ambassador, Huseyin Dirio, 

from Brazil in protest, indicating Erdogan’s continued lack of support for acknowledging the legitimacy of the 

Armenian genocide.  

In April 2015, Erdogan accused countries who recognized the Armenian genocide officially, including France, 

Germany, Russia, Austria and America, of supporting ‘claims constructed on Armenian lies.’  

The Erdogan government continues to refuse to accept appropriate levels of responsibility for the Armenian 

genocide and adopts a policy of willful ignorance.  

 

Alevi issues: 

Under Erdogan further polarization of ethnic 

and religious groups have occurred, 

especially towards the Alevi minorities. 

Minority groups such as the Alevis remain in 

fear of past massacres and abuses by the 

government and the increasingly pro Sunni, 

and Islamist Erdogan. Erdogan has 

consistently adopted a violent rhetoric 

towards the Alevi community in an effort to 

trigger Alevi-Sunni conflicts. He has 

consistently made public anti-Alevi 

statements, which has contributed to the 

further marginalization and oppression of 

Alevi communities in Turkey. Others have 

argued that Erdogan has long had the 

objective of ending secularism and encouraging racism and conflict towards minority ethnic and religious 

groups in an effort to consolidate his power and influence. Erdogan attempted to create an opening for Turkish-

Alevi dialogue to solve this ongoing question. But the reality, and the subsequent lack of efforts in this regard 

demonstrates the lack of commitment by Erdogan to genuinely addressing this issue. All subsequent meetings 

related to this opening therefore did not achieve success.  
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The Kurdish Question: 

One of the major promises of Erdogan’s rise to power during the elections was to effectively address the 

Kurdish issue and human rights in Turkey. Erdogan initially came into power by aggressively pursuing a peace 

process plan and indicating that his party was fully committed to resolving and addressing the long standing 

issue between the Turkish state and the Kurdish minority in the country. These calls for a peace process initially 

sparked much hope, coordination and cooperation between the two groups. However, these plans eventually 

fell through as Erdogan reneged on his election promises and began a new wave of attacks, assaults, arrests 

and abuses towards the Kurdish people, democratically elected party members and other representatives and 

allies.  

The fundamental issue in Turkey 

is the Kurdish question and the 

demands and calls by the 

international public opinion and 

states on the newley elected 

Erdogan was for the resulotuion 

of this question. Erdogan realized 

rapidly the importantce of this 

issue and attempted some efforts 

towards this direction to gain 

more support for his government. 

However, the international 

community was yet to become 

aware of the true nature of Erdogan and genuinely believed that he was committed to addressing this issue, 

especially following his speech in 2005 in Diyarbakir where he announced that there was a Kurdish question 

and that it needed to be resolved. 

Following on from this speech there were efforts by international negotiator to bring the PKK and the Turkish 

state together regarding the peace process. Beginning from 2006 to June 2011 the so called Oslo Process 

commenced, which did not succeed because Erdogan failed to implement the agreed upon protocols and 

roadmaps. In January 2013 a new process between Mr. Abdulla Ocalan and the Turkish representative, the so 

called Imrali process started. Many steps were taken in achieving this new roadmap to peace, which was 

declared on the 28th of February, 2015 in Dolmabahçe (Prime Ministers Office), by the Kurdish and Turkish 

representatives. But shortly after this joint statement Erdogan intervened again and denied the very existence 

of the Kurdish question, because he the seriousness of the solution and the risk to lose his power on the 7th of 

June 2015 elections.  

One of Erdgogan’s major moves was to continuously support Daesh (ISIL) terrorists. Despite ample evidence 

indicating logistic, military, moral, medical and other forms of support for ISIL terrorists, as well as the free 

flow of terrorists across the Turkish border into neighbouring Kurdish city of Kobane in Syria the international 

community has remained large silent in pressuring Turkey to stop its pro-ISIL support. The visible and growing 

level of support between Turkey and ISIL has only angered the Kurdish civilians more as they have been the 

most effective fighting forces against the ISIL terrorists. 

In June 7 elections the electoral victory of the Kurdish Democratic Party (HDP) brought a new wave of hope 

of peace, progress and democratisation between the Kurds and the Turkish government. However, since then 

Erdogan has engaged in a deliberate policy of destabilisation, ethnic targeting and marginalisation by 

promoting violence and lynching of Kurds, leftist groups and other minorities.  

More recently, the Kurdish regions in Turkey have exploded in violence as Turkish security forces have 

attacked civilians in a number of cities including in Varto, Semdinli, Farqin, Yukekova, Nusaybin, Lice, and 

Silvan; Erdogan has increasingly pushed for a state of emergency by fostering ethnic tensions and violence to 

consolidate his dictatorial authority. As a result, violence against civilians, increasing extrajudicial killings, 

arbitrary arrests, deliberate destruction of residents’ property and workplaces, and growing displacements of 

civilians have continued under his rule.

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KCK STATEMENT ON PEACE AND NEGOTATION 

TO OUR PEOPLES AND THE PUBLIC OPINION 

Everyone is well aware that for years there have been 

meetings between the Turkish state, our freedom movement 

and our leader Abdullah Ocalan. Despite the efforts of the 

state to stall and gain time, our movement and our leader 

Abdullah Ocalan have both patiently worked towards 

preparing our peoples and the state for a peaceful solution 

to the Kurdish question. As a result of these meetings, 

conducted at Imrali Island, where Abdullah Ocalan is held 

in solitary confinement, a document containing the roadmap 

for negotiations that was agreed upon by us and government 

officials was presented to the public at Dolmabahce Palace 

on the 28th February 2015.  

After the Dolmabahce Agreement was made public, the country was galvanized by a hope that a peaceful 

solution to the Kurdish question was attainable through the democratization of Turkey. Even pro-government 

media outlets embraced the moment. However, shortly after the announcement of the agreement, President 

Erdogan burst the bubble of hope by announcing: “I do not accept this agreement; it has nothing to do with 

democracy; there is no Kurdish question, no sides, and no dialogue; an observatory commission cannot be 

accepted”. These are unexaggerated truths that are on record.  

The authorities have intensified the restrictions on our leader Abdullah Ocalan, even though he was the one 

who is the one who initiated the dialogue process and a ceasefire from 5 April 2015. The government’s 

response has shown that it is effectively using our leader Abdullah Ocalan as a hostage and are hoping to utilise 

him for their own ends. Our leader Abdullah Ocalan has said on many occasions “You should not 

instrumentalize me, you must approach me and the meetings should be held here in the right manner”. 

However, the government had never abandoned its hostage mentality and has now taken the decision to 

suppress and annihilate the Kurdish Freedom Movement.  

The Turkish state and the AKP government took the decision to restart its war against the Kurdish Freedom 

Movement in a National Security Council meeting on 30 October 2014, shortly after the 7-8 October Kobane 

uprisings by our people. The Dolmabahce Agreement was rejected due to this prior decision. The government 

started this war by intensifying the isolation of our leader Abdullah Ocalan and, after 7 June election defeat, 

continued with attacks on 24 July. In response, the Kurdish people have decided to build their own free and 

democratic system and are establishing their self-administration. As a result, the Turkish state has extended 

and intensified its war efforts.  

Our guerrillas have used their right to reprisal against the attacks of the state against our people’s declaration 

of self-administration. The policies of Turkey’s AKP party, both before and after the elections, has created this 

atmosphere of war. After suffering defeat in the 7 June elections, the AKP is aiming to gain the legitimacy it 

has lost and is hoping to attract certain circles in Turkey by provoking a war. The AKP is hoping to remain in 

power by creating a coercive atmosphere for the upcoming snap elections. In this regard, we agree with the 

public’s observation that “this is the [Presidential] palace’s war”. The AKP’s war against our Freedom 

Movement is neither a defense of the motherland, nor a defense of the indivisible territorial integrity of the 

motherland. To the contrary, the AKP and its policies are serving to bring our peoples against each other and 

in practice dividing Turkey. The attacks against the Kurdish people and the HDP in the towns of Turkey and 

the Turkish army’s and police force’s attacks in the towns of Kurdistan clearly point to this reality.  

Many circles are concerned about the atmosphere of war in Turkey and Kurdistan. Democratic forces in Turkey 

are making many calls for peaceful negotiations. The European Union and European Parliament are also 

making calls for a bilateral ceasefire to be agreed and for both sides to return to the negotiating table. We 

believe that these calls are valuable and meaningful. We have stated before that we are ready to commit to a 

bilateral ceasefire leading towards a permanent solution through negotiations.  
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We have stated publicly before that our leader Ocalan is our movement’s designated lead negotiator. The 

conditions must be created in which our leader Abdullah Ocalan can play this role. In this regard, our leader 

Abdullah Ocalan must be able to meet with our movement, all political organizations and groupings, civil 

society movements and intellectuals. As is common in all regions of the world with similar conflicts, a third 

party delegation to observe both sides during the negotiation process is a necessity. The Europe Union has 

specified that it is willing to undertake this role.  

As we have specified before, it is very important for the thousands of political activists including elected 

mayors that have been arrested since the Newroz of 2013 to be released.  

Within this framework, we would like to once again reiterate are readiness for a fortified bilateral ceasefire, 

and would like to state that we support the efforts of our peoples and the democratic forces in their struggle 

for a peaceful and democratic solution.

La risposta del Pkk c’è ed è significativa perché l’attacco di Ankara – che il segretario generale Onu, Ban Ki-

moon, ha definito di «legittima difesa» — è estremamente violento. Ieri tre soldati turchi (un ufficiale e due 

contractor) sono stati uccisi nella provincia sudorientale di Sirnak. Secondo l’esercito, il movimento kurdo 

avrebbe attaccato un convoglio di truppe delle basi di Gormec e Seslice. Immediatamente dopo, sono stati 

dispiegati commando e elicotteri in tutta l’area: un combattente sarebbe stato ucciso nella rappresaglia.  

Mercoledì sera a cadere erano stati un poliziotto e un civile in una sparatoria ad Amed, nel distretto di Çinar.   

Azioni che seguono alla dura repressione messa in campo dal presidente Erdogan, volta a piegare 

definitivamente il Pkk. Ma anche l’Hdp, sorpresa delle elezioni del 7 giugno che con il suo 13% di voti ha 

frantumato i sogni presidenziali del neo-sultano Erdogan: ieri il procuratore di Diyarbakir ha aperto 

un’inchiesta sul leader del partito, Demirtas, accusandolo di aver istigato e armato la gente durante le proteste 

dello scorso anno a favore di Kobane. Un’accusa per cui Demirtas rischia fino a 24 anni di prigione.  Sul 

campo mercoledì notte la polizia turca ha ucciso il 17enne Hasan Nere. Nelle stesse ore altre 26 persone 

venivano arrestate tra Amed, Siirt e Bursa, mentre proseguono feroci i raid nel nord dell’Iraq, un’operazione 

che ha provocato la reazione di Baghdad: il premier al-Abadi ha parlato di «violazione della sovranità del 

paese», nella totale indifferenza della comunità internazionale che per bocca di Onu e Nato ha dato la sua 

benedizione alla campagna anti-kurda di Ankara.    

L’obiettivo della Turchia è palese: le uniche bombe che piovono sull’Isis sono quelle degli Stati uniti. 
Ankara, in Siria, ha già archiviato il suo scopo: l’ok Usa ad una zona cuscinetto dove addestrare i ribelli anti-

Assad e trasferire le centinaia di migliaia di profughi riparati in Turchia. Ma soprattutto una “safe zone” che 

divida i cantoni di Rojava, fautori del modello di confederalismo democratico che terrorizza lo Statonazione 

turco.  Probabilmente Erdogan non sa di giocare con il fuoco: la destabilizzazione che provoca in Turchia, 

dove punta a elezioni anticipate, si allarga alla regione.
