Double series duty: Abigail Spencer found the time

Q: How is Abigail Spencer able
to star on “Timeless” when
“Rectify” is still going? — Jim
Casey, via e-mail

A: As with Jordana Brewster —
who’s appearing on both ABC’s
“Secrets and Lies” and Fox’s “Le-
thal Weapon” this season — the
shows are filmed at different
times, thus making Spencer avail-
able for both. Spencer did the
pilot for NBC’s “Timeless” before
starting her work on the just-pre-
miered fourth (and final) season
of SundanceTV’s “Rectify,” which
she finished before reporting
back to duty on “Timeless” after
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it was picked up for the current
television year.

Q: What happened to some

of the original cast of “Code
Black,” which now includes
Rob Lowe as an Army doctor? —
Jeanette Drey, Reading, Pa.

A: Raza Jaffrey (alias Neal on

the show) and Bonnie Somerville
(Christa, the role that originally
was supposed to go to Marcia Gay
Harden, who then became the
series’ Leanne) were the major
dismissals from the CBS medical
drama’s Season 1 cast, part of
what were described as “creative
changes.” At the same time, re-
curring co-stars Boris Kodjoe and

Jillian Murray were made regular
cast members.

Executive producer Michael
Seitzman likened the exits of
Jaffrey and Somerville to the
situation of actual hospital resi-
dents, some of whom graduate
and/or leave while others come
in to start their tenure. Getting
Lowe as an addition for Season
2, following his run of Fox’s “The
Grinder,” clearly was a star-
power boost for the show.

A: In voice only, Porter has been
present in the Marvel universe
on the animated shows “Ultimate
Spider-Man” and (as Cyclops)

NBC made use of
its pre-“Dateline NBC” hour on
Fridays for it, while CBS took
advantage of a football-free
Thursday to rerun the first two
episodes of “Kevin Can Wait”
and the “Bull” pilot.
