during the Oka crisis, Tompkins 
Square Park rioters, ACT-UP needle 
exchange and condom distribution 
programs, Homeless children, 
IRA bank robbers, Anarchist 
newspapers and magazines, Black 
Bloc demonstrators, Squatters, 
Anonymous, War-Resisters, and 
Occupy Wall Street organizers.
