He was arrested, unarmed, miles away from the 
incident. The prosecution intimidated witnesses, sup-
pressed favorable evidence, presented false eyewitness 
and expert testimony, and denied him the right to 
speak or present motions in his own behalf.

She 
also shared documents known as the Afghan War Diary, the 
Iraq War Logs, and embarrassing US Diplomatic Cables, with 
the anti-secrecy website WikiLeaks.
