This is the Amazon CloudWatch CLI Reference. It provides descriptions, syntax, and usage examples
for each of the commands for Amazon CloudWatch. The commands wrap the CloudWatch API actions.

If you prefer, you can use one of these AWS command line interfaces to manage your CloudWatch
resources instead of using the CloudwWatch CLI:

AWS Command Line Interface (CLI)

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Step 1: Install the CLI

Set Up the Command Line Interface

Before you can use the Amazon CloudWatch command line interface (CLI) with CloudWatch, you must
install and configure the CLI.

Step 1: Install the CLI

The CLI is written in Java and includes shell scripts for both Windows and Linux/Mac OSX.

To install the CloudWatch CLI

1. Download the CLI from Amazon CloudWatch Command Line Tool.
2. Save and unpack the CloudWatch archive to a convenient location.

3. Type the command j ava -ver si on to determine the version of Java installed. If you do not have
version 1.5 or newer, download and install a newer version from http://www.java.com.

4. Setthe JAVA_ HOVE environment variable to point to your Java installation.

Note
Don't include the bin directory in JAVA_HOVE or the CLI won't work.

* [Linux] The following example shows how to set the JAVA_HOVE for a Java executable in the /
usr/1 ocal /jrelbin directory.

$ export JAVA HOVE=/usr/local/jre

¢ [Windows] The following example shows how to use the set and setx commands to set
JAVA HOVE for a Java executable in the C: \ j ava\j dk1. 6. 0_6\ bi n directory. The set
command defines JAVA_HOVE for the current session and setx makes the change permanent.

C\> set JAVA HOVE=C:\java\j dkl.6.0_6
C:\> setx JAVA HOVE C \java\jdkl.6.0 6

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Step 1: Install the CLI

Note

If you are using Cygwin, you must use Linux/UNIX paths (for example, /usr/bin instead
of C:\usr\bin) for AW5_CLOUDWATCH_HOVE and AW5s_CREDENTI AL_FI LE. However,
JAVA HOVE should have a Windows path. Additionally, the value cannot contain any
spaces, even if the value is quoted or the spaces are escaped.

5. Add your Java directory to your path before other versions of Java.

¢ [Linux] You can update your PATH as follows:

$ export PATH=$PATH $JAVA HOVE/ bin

Note

The export command applies only to the current shell session. To permanently create
or update an environment variable, include the command in a start-up script. For
example, if you use Bash shell, you can include commands in your ~/ . bashr c or/
etc/profil efile.

¢ [Windows] You an update your PATH as follows:

C\> set PATH=%ATH% % AVA_HOVE% bi n

Note
The Windows environment variables are reset when you close the command window.
You might want to set them permanently with the set x command.

6. Verify your JAVA_HOVE setting.

¢ [Linux] You can check the version of Java as follows:

7. The CLI depends on an environment variable (AW5_CLOUDWATCH_HOVE) to locate supporting
libraries. You'll need to set this environment variable to the location where you unpacked the
CloudWatch archive.

¢ [Linux] You can set this environment variable as follows:

$ export AWS_CLOUDWATCH_HOMVE=<pat h-t o-t ool s>

[Windows] You can set this environment variable as follows:

C\> set AWS5_CLOUDWATCH_HOVE=<pat h-t o-t ool s>

8. Add the CLI bi n directory to your system PATH environment variable.

¢ [Linux] You can update your PATH as follows:

2. Configure the CLI for Your Credentials

You must provide your AWS credentials before you can use the CloudWatch CLI. There are two types
of access keys: access key IDs and secret access keys. You should have stored your access keys

in a safe place when you created them. Although you can retrieve your access key ID from the Your
Security Credentials page, you can't retrieve your secret access key. Therefore, if you can't find your
secret access key, you'll need to create new access keys before you can use the CLI tools.

You can either specify your credentials with the ——aws- cr edenti al - fi | e parameter and include
the full path to the credential file (for example, --aws-credential-file=c:\my-aws-credentials.txt) every
time you issue a command or you can create an environment variable that points to the credential

file on your local system. If the environment variable is properly configured, you can omit the —aws-
credenti al -fil e parameter when you issue a command. The following procedure describes how to
create a credential file and a corresponding AW5_CREDENT! AL_FI LE environment variable.

To set up security credentials for the CLI

1. Add your access key ID and secret access key to the file named cr edenti al -fil e-
pat h. t enpl at e, located in the folder where you installed the CloudWatch CLI.

2. Rename the file and save it to a convenient location.

¢ [Linux] Set the file permissions as follows:

$ chnod 600 <credential file nane>

¢ [Windows] You do not need to change the file permissions.

3. Setthe AWS_CREDENTIAL_FILE environment variable to the fully-qualified path of the credential
file you just created.

¢ [Linux] You can set this environment variable as follows:

$ export AWS _CREDENTI AL_FI LE=<path-to-file>

[Windows] You can set this environment variable as follows:

C:\> set AWS_CREDENTI AL_FI LE=<pat h-to-fil e>

3: Set the Region

By default, the Amazon CloudWatch CLI uses the US East (N. Virginia) Region (us- east - 1) with the
nmoni t ori ng. us- east - 1. amazonaws. comservice endpoint URL. If your instances are in a different
region, you must specify the region where your instances reside. For example, if your instances are in
Europe, you must specify the EU (Ireland) Region by using the —r egi on eu- west - 1 parameter or
by setting the AWS_CLOUDWATCH_URL environment variable.

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Step 4: Test Your CLI Configuration

This procedure describes how to specify a different region by changing the service endpoint URL.

To specify a different region

To change the service endpoint, set the AW5_CLOUDWATCH_URL environment variable.

* [Linux] The following example sets AW5_CLOUDWATCH URL to EU (Ireland).

[Windows] The following sets AW5_CLOUDWATCH_URL to EU (Ireland).

C\> set AWS_CLOUDWATCH_URL=http://nonitoring. eu-west-1. amazonaws. com
C\> setx AWS_CLOUDWATCH URL http://monitoring. eu-west-1. amazonaws. com

Step 4: Test Your CLI Configuration

After you have installed and configured the CloudWatch CLI, you should test your configuration.
