WALCHA PRESCHOOL, 
Recently the Department of Child Welfare con- 
tributed six-twentieth's of the capital cost of 

Walcha's new preschool. The effect of this, 
according to the arrangement reached between 
the Department and the school authorities, is that 
six positions in the school's capacity of twenty will 
be reserved for Aboriginal children. This is not 
first occasion on which grants have been made 
towards the capital cost of preschool kindergartens 
and it is possible that assistance on similar conditions 
will be offered in particular cases in the future.
