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In studying the programme, I assume,
rightly or wrongly, that this seminar is
looking and hoping for guidance from the
indigenous people in the field of indigenous
arts.

Regarding the field of literature, what can
I, Kath Walker, use as a yardstick, to
stimulate discussion, with a view to setting
up a programme to encourage, develop and
inspire, potential indigencus writers for the
future Australian scene.
