Official Policy Statement on Participation of "Non-Judeo-Christian® groups in the National Day of

Prayer:

The National Day of Prayer Task Force was a creation of the National Prayer Committee for the expressed
purpose of organizing and promoting prayer observances conforming to a Judeo-Christian system of values.
People with other theological and philosophical views are, of course, free to organize and participate in
activities that are consistent with their own beliefs. This diversity is what Congress intended when it designated
the Day of Prayer, not that every faith and creed would be homogenized, but that all who sought to pray for this
nation would be encouraged to do so in any way deemed appropriate. It is that broad invitation to the American
people that led, in our case, to the creation of the Task Force and the Judeo-Christian principles on which it is
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The History Of National Day Of Prayer

Because of the faith of many of our founding fathers, public prayer and national days of prayer have a long-
standing and significant history in American tradition. The Supreme Court affirmed the right of state legislatures
to open their sessions with prayer in Marsh vs. Chambers (1983).

The National Day of Prayer is a vitai part of our heritage. Since the first call to prayer in 1775, when the
Continental Congress asked the colonies to pray for wisdom in forming a nation, the call to prayer has
continued through our history, including President Lincoln's proclamation of a day of "humiliation, fasting, and
prayer” in 1863. In 1952, a joint resolution by Congress, signed by President Truman, declared an annual,
national day of prayer. In 1988, the law was amended and signed by President Reagan, permanently setting
the day as the first Thursday of every May. Each year, the president signs a proclamation, encouraging all
Americans to pray on this day. Last year, all 50 state governors plus the govemnors of several U.S. territories

signed similar proclamations.

The National Day of Prayer is Significant

The National Day of Prayer has great significance for us as
a nation. It enabiles us to recall and to teach the way in
which our founding fathers sought the wisdom of God when
faced with critical decisions. It stands as a call to us to
humbly come before God, seeking His guidance for our
leaders and His grace upon us as a people. The unanimous
passage of the bill establishing the National Day of Prayer
as an annual event, signifies that prayer is as important to
our nation today as it was in the beginning.

Like Thanksgiving or Christmas, this day has become a national observance ptaced on ail Hallmark calendars
and observed annually across the nation and in Washington, D.C. Last year, local, state and federal
observances were held from sunrise in Maine to sunset in Hawaii, uniting Americans from all socio-economic,
political and ethnic backgrounds in prayer for our nation. It is estimated that more than two million people
atignded more than 40,000 observances organized by appw

qgunty court houses, on the steps of city halls, and in schools, businesses, churches and homes, people
—

stopped their activities and gathered for prayer.
