In accordance with the established practice, we, the undersigned members of the Board for
Protection of Aborigines, duly appointed under the provisions of the Aborigines Protection Act,
1909, have the honor to submit, for the Chief Secretary’s information, the following Report of the
operations of the Board during the period 1st January, 1919, to 30th June, 1920, together with the usual
particulars of the numbers, location, and present condition of the Aborigines throughout the State, and
the means adopted for their relief as far as the funds at our disposal would admit.

INsPECTORS.

During the period under review the majority of the Board's Stations and Reserves were regularly
inspected.

Owing to the lack of funds very little in the direction of repairs and additions, crection of new
accommodation, &c., could be attempted, but opportunity was taken to prepare plans, specifications, and
estimates of work requiring to be done on various Reserves, and it is hoped that when the Appropriation
Act for the current year has been passed by Parliament il will be possible to carry a number of these
much needed imiprovements into effect.

It is regretted that at the present time the Board cannot report favourably regarding the condition
of many of the Reserves where additional or improved accommodsation is urgently required, in order to
obviate overcrowding.

CooramMunpra Houe.

At the 30th June, 1920, there were 45 girls in the Institution receiving instruction in domestie
duties, &c. Thirty of these were also attending school attached to the Home.

The health of the inmates has been generally good.

Specinl attention is paid to the moral traioing of the girls, and each one receives the individual
attention of the Matron.

From the Home the girls are drafted out into domestic service in excellent homes throughout the
State where they are kept under strict supervision,

There are now over 200 girls in domestic service, the majority of whom have passed through
Cootamundra Home.

The various townspeople take an interest in the Home, and the inmates are occasionally given am
opportunity of distinguishing themselves in tennis matches, etc., arranged for their benefit.,

Altogether the Home represents one of the best features of the Board's work.
SINGLETON
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SiNngLETON HoME.

This Institution accommodates an average of 30 Aboriginal boys who are taken from Reserves and
looked after in the Home until they are of an age to enable them to go to employment, when they are
placed out under supervision of the Buard's Inspectors.

Owing to lack of accommodation at the Superior FPublic School, arrangements were made to erect a
school building in the Home Grounds, and this is about to be opened under the control of the Superinten-
dent, who has also been appointed to the dual position of Teacher.

Various necessary repairs and additions are being effected, and it is hoped that it will be possible
to make arrangements for the boys to receive some extra training in manual work,

ABORIGINAL STATIONS.

Twenty-one (21) of the Board’s Reserves are under the immediate supervision of Managers and
Matrons ; the Manager, in the majority of cases, also occupying the dual position of Teacher.

On these Aboriginal Stations, and where circumstances permit, farming and stock raising is carried
on, The drought, however, seriously handicapped operations, and agistment country had to be found for
stock from Cumeroogunga and Warangesda.

At Brungle, near Gundagai, an area is regularly placed under crop, and during the period under
review 43 acres were sown for hay. The value of produce, etc., sold amounted to £183, while hay valued
at about £260 remained on hand, A new oil engine and chaff-cutter were installed, and a shed erected to
house same.

Sugar-cane cultivation is carried on at Cabbage-tree Jsland on the Richmond River. Here the
Aborigines have their own farms, which they cultivate for their own benefit, under. the supervision of the
Manager.  £970 was taken off these farms from 1st J anuary, 1919, to 30th June, 1920, while the value
of the erop standing ut the end of June was reported to be worth £500.

Maize is successfully grown at Grafton Station, which also carried over 100 head of cattle. A
quantity of mew wire fencing was erected, while existing boundary fences were kept in good repair.

At Kinchela, the Manager supervises Fattorini, Pelican Island, and Kinchela Creek Reserves, all
of which are under cultivation for maize. The majority of the farms are worked by the Aborigines for
their own benefit, but the Board itself works a certain portion. £808 was taken off these places, and
£568 worth of maize remained on hand.

Towards the end of the year it became necessary owing to the severe drought to remove over 70
head of cattle and some horses from the Aboriginal Station, Cumercogunga. These were transferred to
Pelican Island, where they are now picking up condition, and promise to return the Board a fair price.

Roseby Park is an Aboriginal Station on the South Coast, situated near Nowra. Little
cultivation is carried on here beyond gardening, but the Manager, who is also Teacher, takes a special
interest in the social life of the people, who are provided with a cinematograph entertainment every
Saturduy evening, at which the latest popular and educational films are shown. Sports are included in
the weekly programme of amusements, and on public holidays, &ec., teas and picnics are arranged.

Little in the direction of eultivation iy done at Runnymede, a8 it is found that the Aborigines
prefer to go to casual work in the district rather than settle down to a farm for themselves. Casual work
provides them with more variety, secures prompt retorns for their labours, and entails no risk. The
Board, however, raise cattle and pigs, and sales during the eighteen months amounted to £137, and the
herd was increased by 44 head. A number of cows are kept for milking purposes, milk being daily
issued to the residents.

The drought was responsible for the temporary abandonment of Sevington Aboriginal Station, via
Inverell, the residents being compelled to move to a spot near the river, owing to the failure of the station
water supply. Fortunately, however, the rccent rains filled all the dams and a number of wells, thus
ensuring practically a permanent water supply.

Further hut accommodation and repairs to the Manager’s residence are required at Terry-hie-hie,
and it is hoped that funds will be provided during the ensuing year to meet these needs.

At Ulgundahi Island Station, on the Clarence River, the residents cultivate their furms, raise
sugar-cane, maize, beans, and tomatoes, £133 being realised from the sale of these products. During
the year u new plough was supplied, the motor boat was repaired and thoroughly overhauled, while
repairs were effected to tanks, and cement tubs and a shower were fitted to the Manager’s residence.

Oyster
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Opyster culture is the industry engaged in at Urunga, Bellinger River. Here the Manager, who
is also the local Fisheries Tnspector, supervises the laying down of oyster-beds, and the Board now has
aver 3,000 yards of foreshore heavily cultivated with young oysters, and, in addition, the fattening beds
are covered with over 100 bags of saleable oysters, which it is hoped to market during the end of 1920.
A fishing-net was supplied to this Station some considerable time ago,and the Aborigines are thus
provided with ample supplies of fresh fish.

The Manager of the Aboriginal Station at Walhallow reported the sowing of 29 acres of wheat and
13 acres of broom millet, but owing to the drought the crop failed.

The Manager of Wallaga Take Aboriginal Station, which is situated near Dermagui, on the South
Coast, forwards a satisfactory report. A number of inexpensive, but very necessary, improvements were

effected, adding considerably to the appearance of the place,

Over £33 worth of wattle bark was stripped and forwarded to Sydney for sale, and four acres
were planted with wattle seed,

Practically the whole of the cattle on Warangesda Station, near Darlington Point, had to be
removed to agistment country, on account of the drought. As a result of this experience it is thought
advisable in the future to concentrate on.the breeding of sheep, as the country appears to be more suitable
for sheep than cattle. A complete set of drafting yards for sheep, and a brick and cement sheep dip were
completed, while the boundary fences were put into proper repair.

SALE STORES.

At a number of the Board’s Stations there are maintained, for the convenience of the Aborigines,
Sale Stores, in which are sold at cost price groceries and such other items as are in constant demand.
These, besides proving a great boon to the residents, tend to check them from entering town.

EpvucaTion,

Schools for the exclusive use of the Aborigines have been established at many centres throughout
the State under the supervision of the Education Department, and continue to report satisfactory
progress. The children take a particular interest in manual training, and produce most creditable work.
Evidence of this was available in February last, when the Board had a large stall at the Bush Week
Exhibition in the Sydney Town Hall, and when the work of the Aboarigines excited very favourable
comment from the general public.

HeavLth.

During 1919 an epidemic of influenza broke out throughout the State, and as a result it became
necessary to take special wmcasures on Aboriginal Stations and Reserves to combat the disease.
Consequently Reserves were quarantined, and nurses were despatched to attend to the Aborigines.

The mortality among the Aborigines was surprisingly low, and this was no doubt attributable to
the energetic efforls put forth by the Board's Managers, Matrons, and the Police.

Apart from this outbreak, the health of the Aborigines has been good. Supplies of simple
remedies are regularly forwarded from Sydney to any Reserves where they may be required, and
Government Medical Officers are available in most places to deal with more serious cases.

NUMBERS,

On the 12th May, 1920, a special census of the Aborigines was taken, the numbers of each caste,
those living on Reserves and off Reserves, those receiving aid, and those living independently of the Board,
A copy of this return is attached as Appendix B. It will be seen that a number of quadroons and
octoroons are still living on the Board’s Reserves, and are in some cases receiving aid.

Instructions have therefore been given that in view of the Aborigines Protection (Amendment)
Act, 1918 (which provides that the definition of the word “aborigine ” shall include only full-blood and
half-castes, and which gives the Board puwer to deal with any person bhaving a lesser admixture of
aboriginal blood in their veins), steps are to be taken by the Board’s Inspectors to arrange for such
quadroons and octoroons as are able, without inflicting hardship, to earn their own living independently
of the Government, to leave the Reserves, At the same time the Board directed that each case must be
treated on its merits, and that nothing savouring of harshness could be permitted.

The elimination of these people of lighter caste presents in many instances a difficult problem
seeing that they have been reared among Aborigines all their lives, and all their connections and interests
are with Aborigines. However, it is hoped that by a gradual process of elimination the problem will
eventually be solved CurisTaas
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CHrisTYAS CHEER,

The usual arrangements were made for the holding of sports on the various Aboriginal Stations on
Christmas Day, aund all Aborigines who were residing on Reserves were supplied with the ingredients of a
plum-pudding.

An appropriate toy was presented to each school-child, each toy being carefully selected by an

officer of the Board.
CLOTHING AND BLAXKETS.

Clothing and blankets were issued to all deserving cases at the beginning of the winter. A
further issue of summer clothing is also made in September. It is not usual to give the issue to able-
bodied men, as it i3 not the Board’s policy to encourage idleness, but rather to assist the Aborigines to
help themselves.

EMPLOYMENT,
All able-bodied men are encouraged to remain in regular employment, and every assistance is given
them to obtain suitable work.
