It may be possible 1o have six hours waters
from it for a few days but experience has showm that we can expect no more than
four hours per day for the rest of the dry.

It looks as though we will remain on short rations for the remainder of the yoar.
We mast, however, try amnd avoid an evacuation. The last one memnt & good deal of
bardship, for all but the veteran "bushies" and a repitition would be unpopuler
and undesirable, to say the lesst. T ' . .

The latest water restrictions were circulated last iondeyy more will follow ea
circumstances dictate, (See later notive.)
