During the year a few more neglected half-caste children have
been removed from the blacks’ camps and placed under the care of
the State Children Department. They, and those previously taken,
are doing well and rapidly learning civilised habits and manners,

The aborigines who used to infest the city and suburbs have all
been removed and placed on Point McLeay, where they are kept and
provided for under the Act., They are quite happy there and behave
themselves well.
