PROCESSION.

The Building and Metal Trades
Unions and the A.W.U,, which put vp
a fine display, are worthy of special
mention,

The Communist Party officially par-
ticipated for the first time and at-
tracted a good deal of attention and
applause from the onlookers by its
banners and well disciplined forma-
tions of men and women marchers.

It was a tonic to the older genersa-
tion to see the number and fine types
of young people marching under the
banner of the Eureka Youth League.
The Labor Movement is no longer
without a youth organisation.

A noticeable feature of the march
as a whole was the number of women
and girls participating.

While the leaders of the Parliamen-
tary Labhor Party marched, neither
the Q.C.E. nor any Labor Pariy
Branch took part. This is regret-
table and is another indication of how
far away from the working class the
Q.C.E. is moving.

SLOGANS.

The slogan, “Unite India” pointed
the way to win the confidence of
India’s millions and rally them against
the Jap Fascists as a vital factor in
Allied Pacific and world strategy.

Other slogans demanded a second
European front for victory in 1943;
more aid to China; worker-soldier-
farmer unity; defence of the Curtin
Government; a Communist Party-
A.LP, United Front; reduction of
absenteeism, ete.

SPEECHES AT MEETING.

At the meeting following the mareh
the demand for a United Labor Move-
mnet was made by all the speakers.
Both the Premier and the Minister
for Health and Home Affairs, who
led the march, scathingly attacked
those groups which were endeavour-
ing to undermine the Curtin Govern-
ment and disrupt the nation’s war
effort.

Referring to the social character of
production and the private appropria-
tion of the product of labour, the
Premier declared that the hope of the
people for a new and better order lay
in the achievement of the Labor
Party's objective—the socialisation of
the means of produetion, distribution
and exchange.

Mr. H. Harvey, President of the T.
and L.C., and Mr. A. McDonald, See-
retary, Ircnworkers and Munition
Workers’ Union, also made strong
appeals for unity in the Labor Move-
ment. The latter, like the Premier,
believed that the new order to which
the people must aspire for a life
of peace and plenty, was Socialism.

Messages from the Prime Minister,
the Federal Treasurer and the Federal
Minister for Labour and National
Service called for the elosing of
Labor's ranks ag a- precondition for
the mainfenance of present conditions
andidto fight for a better post-war
world.
