2 .  A fairer & simpler taxat ton system w i t h  a m a x i m u m  d i rec t  personal t a x  rate o f  39%. We suggest 
progressive taxatron scales ranging f r o m  a m i n ~ m u m  19% th rough  24%. 29%. 34% t o  39% w i t h  
r e a l ~ s t ~ c ,  adjustable thresholds & reasonable deduc t i on  allowances. 16 & 1 7  year o l d  workers  
shou ld  be exempted f r o m  pay ing  taxat ron o n  t he  premise t ha t  t hey  don ' t  have v o t ~ n g  r ights o n  the 
one hand  and  Austral ian tndustry needs m o r e  y o u n g  peop le  t o  take o n  apprentrceships w h i c h  are

Unbeknowns  t o  f e l l ow  Aust ra l~ans,  there w o u l d  be  a t tendant  economlc  beneft ts w i t h  (a)  cons t f t u t -  
iona l  r e fo rm  and (b )  conversion f r o m  Commonwea l t h  o f  Austral ia t o  Republ ic  o f  Austral ia.  

7. Deve lopment  o f  a t r u l y  Australran nat iona l  i den t i t y .  We mus t  embrdce mu l t i cu l t u r i sm .  We mus t  
p rope r l y  understand and wisely implement  mu l t i cu l t u ra l  policies. Fu r :d~ng  for  t he  Engl ish as 
second language scheme (E.S.L.) shou ld  be  re-instated.

5. Streamlined industrial relations/h~-technology/research & development/employment/exports: 
Australia needs a single (National) awards scheme and therewith provision for  voluntary 

employment contracts, p ro f i t  sharing arrangements and worker part iclpatlon in  management. The 
maximum number o f  industry-based unions should be 25. Work & management practices need t o  
be realistic & affordable, There is no need for  iniquitous legislation which pi i ts one sector above 
the law. We need to advocate the moral value o f  work ing for  a Itving t o  y o a l ~ ,  . l : ~ p l e  and t o  this 
end we indicate our support fo r  schemes e.g. "Work Skills Olympics". As re3;rr.s c l 1  that needs t o  
be addressed i n  the important  f ield of tndustrial re-structuring, w e  endorsc tilt. broad thrust of 
Professor Bi l l  Ford's views as outl ined in  the 5 t h  edit ion o f  " IN  FUTURE"  perlodlcal. We certainly 
need a skills accord! Additionally, Australia needs a strategic economic pol icy authority (S.E.P.A.) 
similar t o  Japan's Ministry of International Trade & Industry t o  correct the now-great problem of 
"economic imperialism". We mean a directed model w i th  substantial publ lc investment and a 
series of government preferential industrial policies geared t o  designated growth areas for  
Australian-owned & control led companies. This S.E.P.A. wou ld  also co-ordinate bargaining for 
large-scale export ing o f  Australlan products. Further, the C.S.I.R.O. should be re-structured t o  
better relate t o  and w i t h  Industry. 

Some seneral orecepts the thinklne Australian voter should consider: 
A. The present cost of maintaining the British Monarchical links is around $225 mi l l ion Per annum. We could save this amount b y  electing Australlan Heads-of-State. B. The present cost o f  Westminster Parliamentary 
Government (the Commonwealth & all the State & Terri tory Governments) In Australia is around $300 mi l l ion per annum. The RPA proposal for  Australian Republbcan Government wou ld  almost halve this amount, 
C. M r  Hawke claims that the only  growth industry under a Liberal-led Government would be Tax Avoidance. The RPA asserts that the only growth industries, should his Labor lo t  get re-elected (wi th a majority i n  the 
Senate as well),  w i l l  be Soclal Secur~ty f raud and  illegal Immigration because the Australia Card introduction w i l l  ensure these i l l ic i t  ends. D. There w i l l  be a stronger union push against the Hawke Labor Government if 
i t  1s re-elected. A n  example o f  this is the APTU withholding contr ibutions t o  the ALP'S campaign funds un t i l  they get certain guarantees on  things ltke the Workers Compensation and Superannuation 
E. Mr  Hawke repeatedly to ld  us through 1986 that he would budget for  "Restraint w i t h  Equity". A telling admission of the dishonesty and failure o f  h ~ s  Government's economic policies comes f r o m  Bi l l  Kel ty  the 
Secretary o f  the A.C.T.U. w h o  laments o n  page 4 of the May 1987 "Future Strategies for the Trade Union Movement" document: quote "There has n o t  been Equi ty  in  Restraint". F. M r  Hawke, when the A.C.T.U. 
President, was associated w i t h  2 major buslness bankruptcies namely ACTU-SOLO Petrol stations and ACTU-BOURKE's Discount Department Store. D o  we need t o  have Australia bankrupted as well? G. Senator Peter 
Walsh, Labor Government Minister for  Finance, In the last week of the last Parliament gave notice that although he accepted some provisional tax amendments for the t ime being, he wou ld  seek t o  change them back 
again i n  the Budget session o f  the next  Parliament. H. Ask yourself why  Labor brought o n  an early election - before the August Budget - before the effects o f  the May Min l  Budget and before the State Budgets in 
September? What have they got t o  hide? What have they got in m ind?  Why d id  they, suddenly, withdraw their harsh industrial leglslat~on? Why d id they not proceed w l th  their heavy-handed, unc iv i l  Bill o f  Rights legis- 
lat ion? The Labor Government has broken too many promises - even the promise they gave us i n  Apr i l  no t  t o  have an early election! Can we trust the usurping Hawke-led Labor par ty? I f  you  don't really th ink so then 
don't give them control o f  the Senate when there is a clear alternative choice you  can make b y  voting REPUBLICAN!
