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Did it feel the pressure and decide to get the
fuck out? (ha ha) E :

No, seriously, was Oppenbeimer just curous
about what would happen or was he aware
that metaphorically he was digging the
graves of millions?

You don't have to be a genius to work out
that the motives behind science and
universities aren't always as innocent as they
are made out to be. Academia, science and
technology are dressed up in elitism and
fancy words that hide the fact that it all
affects us in a very real way. It's important (o
critisize the emphasis and priorities of
science and technology - it doesn't mean that
you have be anti-technology.

Because they are interrelated, a priority in
one will be reflected in the other. The priority
of technology is military, so the priority of
science is also military . That's why over half
the scientists in the world work directly or
indirectly for or with research grants from the
department of defence.

That's why USS$1 trillion is spent on the
global military budget each year - and the
channels in which this flows is determined
by the forces which drive the market or
determine the priorities of the state budget -
enter big business, student sponsorship by
the army and techno. parx.

Military interests in scientific research lie in
fields like com-munications, biotechnology
and genelic engineering, of which all can
have a pretty scary impact if they are
usedwith dodgy motives.

Although gentic engineers say their
priorities are human health and wellbeing,
things like gentic screening are becoming
more common. Genetic screening is a useful
discrimination tool for the elite because it
puts people into categories of "clean genetic
makeup” or "dodgy genetic makeup".

In 1982 , 17 out of the biggest 399
companies in the US already thought genetic
screening was an ordinary procedure when

employing new people and 5% of others -

were currently introducing it

- The fact that, legally they can't reject people

if they have genetic disorders doesn't
garantee much, because otherwise, why
would they bother?

The potential misuse of this kind of
. technology by cops, etc is prelly scary -

because I think, that although it doesn't have
to be inherently bad, technology can be a lot
less harmless than people think.

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It Thailand there is no illusion about frcedorn of
peech, supression of information by the police and
military is blatant and often brutal. They censor all
news programs to ’provide correct and updated news
and info’. It is very dangerous for peaple to write ot
speak anything that is anti-govt. Late last year a group
of artists from Chaing Mai hn_d their studio ;_u}d work
destroyed, were beaten and evicted by the military po-
lice because their work was "amti-gove'. D'cspttie this a
group of people called the "Bangkok Outs iders’ put on
regular events with art, music street lI!c:.nrc a‘nd propa-
ganda to carry on the spirit‘af the uprising of !h_e. :

-~ people against the military in May 92 I'he mllntary tn
Thailand have ruled for much of the 60yrs since the
monarchy was overthrown in 1932. They own and con-
trol huge secors of the economy includmg_ [‘ 1!:11 Air-
ways and the postal systern. Mast of the civilian govts
have been puppets of the military - the people had the
choice of voting for fat, corrupt cililian politicians or
fat corrupt generals. When in March 92 General
Suchinda Kraprayoon “reluctantly” appointed himself
prime mincer, having to step down as military
supreme commander - the people had just about had
enough.

In Bangkok the students led demonstrations to palia-
ment house and out onto the streets demanding
Suchinda’s resignation, reform of the govt, and an end
to corruption. More and more people came out onto the
streels to support them and set up carap at the demo-
cracy monument - there were so many people it see-
med they couldn’t lose. This was the biggest anti-govt
uprising since 76 which was followed by 10 yrs of mili-
tary rule. The govt and military refused to negotiate,
they brought in soidiers from the country so that they
wouldn't be facing friends or family in the Bangkok
streets. They moved in with tear gas and water can-
nons on the unarmed people with orders to disperse
the crowd. The people left, but came back with greater

anger, determination and numbers. They went down o
the police station on Koh San roud (were most tra-
vellers stay) and demanded the release of five local
people taken hostage. The soldiers opened fire with
machine guns Killing anyone in sight, they chased
people thru the bhuddist monastry to the river where
they kept an killing people trying to escape. Hundreds
were shpt. Later they went (o the haospitals to stop anyo-
ne treating the protesters. Some povt buildings were
burnt down and some people say the soldiers did it to
make the crowd look "out of control’.

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This last because they are,
without exceplion, fake and
there is no come-back, no pos-
sible recompense.
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The local inhabitants will
always smile back at you.

Lots of them
come from villages and are forced by shortages to live
in fhr‘:.'f inclustrial nightmare prisons. There are no
untons, award wages, or compensation. Unrest is sim-
mering, with workers attacking seeurity and police,
burning their bikes, and threatening to sabotage the
factories.

Whereas in Aust, now lots of adds are more subtle.
in Thailand consumer advertising is really in ya face-
blatant and ugly. Lots of people seem really sucked into
the dream of ideal western cansumer life. Young
people in Bangkok are really into US culturs, Levis,
Rebox, junkfood and tv. A fat pink Colonel Sanders
stands outside the KIFC shops, a frightening image of
the benevolent patriarchal pig.

Tourism is the biggest profit making sector in Thai-
land, so any harrasment and brutality is kept well
hidden. But the anger and frustration is plain {o see on
the faces in the street. Sometimes things like human
rights abuse in other countries seem 2 long way away
and the images on tv of soldiers killing people some-
how hard to comprehend and absorb for what it really
is. For me it wasn’t really till I talked with friends
about the repression in Thatland that the reality started
to sink in. We pet brainwashed from day 0 that this co-
uld never happen in the lucky country till you look at
what happened to Sean Kenan in Canberra and Shan-
non Ewan at a Sth Melbourne copshop and realise tha
we're not so far away from Thailand after all.

Thais are asking for our support to help reclaim their
right to freedom of speech and power to make deci
sions about their lives and future,
