Dole and Gingrich and otherr.:! are attempting to 
demonize affirmative action, characteriOl:ing it as IIreverSe" 
discrimination againat white males, when in fact it is a remedy 
fc.r centuries of discritninatior'l. against rniaoritiee ~nd women, 



much of which persists today. 

In California. Governor Pete Wilson, another presidential 
opportunist, has shucked his "moderate" Republican credentials to 
join the reactionary attack on fairness, equal opportunity and 
affirmative action. Encouraged by Gov. Wilson, California is 
preparing to vote on a state constitutional amendment in 1996 
that would outlaw affirmative action in all public institutions. 

And. thanks to the efforts of the christian Coalition and other 
l':ightwwing groups, anti~affirmative action sentiment is sprea.ding 
throughout the country.

Every time the ACLU is alerted to a threat to Bomeone's 
liberty, we rush to the scene like a volunteer fire brigade and 
take whatever action is necessary. 

And, with an ACLU affiliate or chapter in every state and the 
District of Columbia, we're ~ ~ national orqlnization 
capable of responding wherever and whenever someone's civil 
liberties are threatened. 

For example, Lisa Herdahl of Ecru, MisSissippi, called on the 
AC~U to help her after her children were harassed -- by both 
teachers and classmates -~ for not participating in daily prayer 
and Bible classes in their local publio school. When Mrs. 
Herdahl protested the treatment of her children, her concerns 
were dismissed by school officials as either exaggerated or 
fictional. So she turned to us for help. 

And, in April, a federal court in Oxford, MisSissippi, ruled 
that the religious practice. that take place in Ecru'. public 
scheol violate the Constitution -- just as we had argued in court. 

But, rather than defusing the school prayer movement, the 
court decision only served to fan the movement's flames. And now 
the Radioal Right is more determined than ever to pass a consti­
tutional amendment that will allow public schools to conduct 
religious oeremonies and impose religious beliefs on children 
whose families believe differently. 

Furthermore, Robertson's oadre of lawyers at his AC~ have 
not let up for a minute in their litigation strategy. So here at 
the ACLU/ we've had to ~ forw.rd constantly to atop them. 

•• Local ACLU affiliates are bringing court cases 
against states that have enacted school prayer laws. 
Litigation is planned in Tennessee and Arkansas, and

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we fear that more lawsuits ~- expensive and time­
consuming ~- will be necessary. 

For school districts being badgered by Radical Right 
propaganda, the national ACLU prepared and dis· 
tributed a video called "Our constitutional Heritage" 
that explains how t~ separation of church and state 
is essential to religious liberty. 

The ACLU represented students and others in Loudoun 
County, Virginia, who objected to a. poll.t..y in which 
high school students were asked to vote on whether or 
not prayer should occur at high school ceremonies. 
The court also ruled in our favor in this ca.e, 
explaining:

These two recent legal victories prove that if we are given 
enough resources, we can prevail in court. We can stop religious 
tyranny. But there are cases like these all across the oountry 
-- fires that must he put out. 

Moreover, the more we win in court, the more the extremists 
push for a constitutional amendment that would take away our 
legal weapons. So while we fighc in court over the Constitution 
we have, we also have to fight in Congress to keep the 
Constitution from being changed.
