Because of its restricted range, the nest and eggs
of this pigeon werc unknown until g fow years ago,
but this is not to say the bird is hard to find. 4
In fact, every time you go down to the Cadell . -

Crossing or to the Mann Rivexr stone country you ~N—
cannot help but notice them. They are . very large
and heavy birdswhich waddle over the sandstone ridges, bellies so
close to the ground that you cam't sce . their legs. They are quite
& plain brown colour, except in flight when a bright chestnut pateh
aon the open wing becomes visible. Cayley describes it as = shy bird,
but I cannot ngree with this at all. They feed on grass sccds and
other small plents that grow in this unusual enVironment, They will
never perch in trees - their legs have probably lost the ability to
do this, Thoy will nest decp in the ledges of the sandstone ridges
where the eggs will be shaded from the sun zll day. The only nest
found - (to thc best of my knowledge) - was near Ocnpelli in October
1968, and a1l that remained of the clutch was one brokon egg, so that
the breeding scason and the size of the elutch is wtill not known.
There are memy other facts still to be solved, as ta the natural
history of the Chestnut-quilled Roek Pigeon. John Gardiner.
