mitted by their children.

v. No wood-chip industry or more mining.

vi. People should live in their own country to stop
Buropeans taking it.

vii. I{ ‘was better for aboriginal people to go to Fhulun-
buy hospital than Darwin.

The meeting hod asked about mining, land, and pensioners at
Maningrida. Cr. Riala had replied that there were no prob-
lems here,  Meeting had suggested appointing rangers to look
after the country. -

asked if we had one.

The Manager (of the Snake Bay Sett.) ran to tell them
that the plane was coming, They felt happier then. They said 'good-
bye ' to the people of Snake Bay and got into the plane and flew .
back to Darwin. Weeks later, my.father came back to Maningrida from.
Darwin -~ in the middle of April 1964.My brothers and sisters and
our relations felt happier to see father coming home safely,

This year we have the first Aboriginal
knight. He is Pastor Doug Nichols the rian with white hair
who came to Maningrida 2 years ago with Charlie Perkins and
other sportsmen. He will now be called Sir Douglas Nichols,
the same as Sir Paul Hasluck, George Winunguj from Goulburn
Island, has been nade a Member of the British Eapire,(d.B.E.)
Gordon Symens, who is known very well by Maningrida people

has also been i.ade an k.B.B.

LE4RNING 10 VOTE Soon it will be tine to vote for the Govern-
nent of the whole of Australia. We will have to think if we
want to keep the same Government or push it out and get a new
one. In the Northern %erritory we will have to think if we
went to keep Sam Calder as our man in Canberra or chenge hin
and vote for somne other person., Voting is hard for &boriginal
reople who have not been to school.
