7rs Kath Walker, the noted Queendaide Aborigzinal poetess, and iirs,
E. Lester, the [I.5.W. lady vho had attended the same course in
Singapore as Silas and Geo. Winungzuj last year,

Lir, VYrentworth zave a dinner to launch the conference. He
sald that he had been hoping to establish an Aboriginal Azed Persons
Bomes Trust for a lons time. He would l1lilke to see old Aborizinal
people living in a home of their own, with lkitchen, laundry, shower,
toilet and all the things needed to make their old aze happy and
relazed. Their families could be living nearby to help but not in
the same house.

Silas hopes to speak to the Villaze Council and tell them
about the plans of the Trust. He hopes that many people will meke
some financial contribution to the Trust, even a dollar each from
time to time, The Government will subsidise local money collected
for pensioners' houses. Tor every $100 lianinzrida or any other
community collects, the Govermment will give $200, yntil there is
enouzh to build a house. .

The Committee will meet again in Sydney or Cahbqrra ne.:t
?gnth, and Silas hopes to report that llaninzrida is ready to support
e Trust. '
