" I ai enclosing a photograph of my sister , Margerst Willisme , whow you
may remember , finished her education in the kelbourne University, §he wos the
first Lborigine to get & diploma from an fustralian University.

 She then taught at the Presbyterien Ladies College at Bellarst for 2
years , and then becamp the 'teacker of the year', in competition with other
teachers. She was sent to London for further studies and from there, in con-
peny with another of my sisters , travelled Wales, Scotland, Burope, Zanada,
and fmeries. kiargaret then spent one year teaching imerican children in
Germany and finally settled in Cenada . There she tsught for seversl years
and then became en officer in the Canadian Novy where she is now, In the
near future , she will return to school %eaching.

This also may be of interest to your readers. Our fapily came from
Casing , N,S,W. and we were educated there until largaret went to the Unive
ersity. I started my traintng as a nurse in the Lismore Base Hospital and
finished in Bxisbane. I now hold two certificates snd at present am nursing

in Arphempand in the Northern Territory , on an Aboxiginal Settlement -
the diggest in the Northern Tertitory.." :

I've got used to living with
white people they like me because I'm an Lboriginel. It is freezing

cold here." '

From Sister Logsn to Sister Cec. (some years ugo):

Sister Logen came to keningrida back in 1962 end once when Sister Bn -
Bresnghen was eway, she had to deliver 13 babies. In the seme shori. period
12 people died. She wrotes "I feel that I'n just holding my_owgf" - .
