MILIHGIMBI MOMEIVTS:

In the old days people had rather a surprise to see "that old
boat captain Hoah" launch his ship and one would hardly expect to
find a mini Fourcroy being bullt and launched at Hilingimbi.
However these things happened, The Shipbuilder was engineer Mr,
Rkay Fry (football umpire well known to Maningrida team). The
steel barge complete with drawbridge
can carry a safe load of 20 tons and

4. Lake Evella, simply a lake on the map on the mainland South
of Elcho Is. two years ago is now a thriving community with
a sawmill in production in an area rich in Cypress pine.
Back at Elcho Is. the sawmill had a record year,exceeding its
estimated output.
