WHEC-TV's Anchors, Reporters and Meteorologists
regularly speak with community organizations about
their positions and careers in broadcasting. They
also discuss the news business and how it is
changing in today's society.

WHEC-TV Engineering and Creative Services
Departments partnered with Monroe Community
College's Visual and Performing Arts department to
offer internships at the station. The students were
assigned a mentor at the station who worked with
the student to learn operations, engineering and
creative services positions. The students were
required to intern approximately 90 hours and earn
college credit for the internship.

WHEC-TV offered 1 news internship during the
Spring of 2016, 2 internships during the Summer of
2016 and 1 internship during the Fall of 2016. Interns
learned how to write news stories for newscasts and
the station website, supported the Sports
Department, helped out on the Assignment Desk and
learned to produce newscasts.

On a regular basis, WHEC-TV offers high school and
college students the opportunity to spend a day in
the newsroom learning about TV news, as well as
learning about career opportunities. A typical day for
the students looks like this:

e Attend either a morning or afternoon
meeting;

e Spend time with a Producer learning what
they do to prepare for a newscast;

e Follow a Reporter and/or Anchor and watch
what they do as they cover a story;

e Spend time with a Photographer learning
about the importance of the position;

e Spend time on the assignment desk learning
what happens at the desk;

¢ Take a tour of the station

WHEC-TV news and sales staff regularly speak with
students in elementary schools, senior high schools
and colleges about their jobs and careers in
broadcasting.

Station tours are given on regular basis to schools
and community organizations interested in television
news and broadcasting careers. Area high schools,
colleges and community organizations toured the
station and spoke with the News Director, Anchors,
Reporters, Meteorologists and Engineers about their
jobs and getting into television.

WHEC-TV news management joined three fellow
journalists on a panel during two St. John Fisher
College public relations classes. They answered
questions about the connection between public
relations professionals and journalists and what
journalists need from public relations specialists to
build a professional relationship.

WHEC-TV participated in the St. John Fisher College
Career Fair. Students who attended the Career Fair
were in search of a broadcasting job or internship.
WHEC-TV passed out station contact information
and internship applications and spoke with many
career fair participants about jobs in broadcasting.
WHEC-TV also passed out the NAB's Careers in
Broadcasting brochure to participants.

We also provided station tours to all visual
and performing arts students from Monroe
Community College.

All interns completed their internship for
college credit.
