School from one site to another recently, were surprised 
to unearth some interesting old documents in the 
foundations. 

There were a number of letters written by the school 
children on 25th July, 1916-39 years ago-a copy of 
a Governmen: Act of 1909 and a bottle with a letter 
inside which read :- 

“Roseby Park 1916. Dated this 25th day of July 
in the year of Our Lord, nineteen hundred and sixteen. 
To all whom it may concern. 

The bottle was sealed and laid in the foundation of 
thi building-the new school for Aborigines-by the 
senior scholar, William Amatto, aged 1 3  years and 
9 months, a half caste, and hereunder is set forth the 
names of the children attending school at this date.
