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One of the most satisfactory features of this year’s 
Summer Camp at La Perouse was the generally high 
health standard of the children who attended. 

A comprehensive check of all children was made by 
officers of the Department of Health with medical, 
dental and T.B. Mantoux examinations. 

Chest X-rays were made of 47 children while the 
balance received B.C.G.’s. 

Five children were fitted with eye-glasses and arrange- 
ments have been made for some of the children to 
receive dental attention.
