Early in July the State Government, through the 
Aborigines Welfare Board, opened the door to a new 
world for aboriginal families anxious to attain full 
assimilation. 

Four new Housing Commission homes in two outer 
Sydney suburbs were handed over to aboriginal tenants 
by the Chief Secretary, Mr. C. A. Kelly. 

The homes-two at Green Valley near Liverpool, 
and two at  St. Marys-were bought by the Welfare 
Board for L15,ooo. 

The Welfare Board took great care in selecting the 
tenants for this pilot scheme. Before the families came 
to Sydney from the country, work was arranged for the 
husbands and the Board assisted them in every way 
practicable.
