US and UK troops shooting Iraqi protestors
dead. Hospitals without vital medical
supplies. Water and electricity still absent
from many paris of the country. People
still being killed and maimed by cluster
bombs. Children dying from avoidable
diseases spread by polluted water
supplies and poor food. That’s the realilty
of ‘liberated’ Iraq. And still not a sign of
the weapons of mass destruction which
were the excuse for the war.

The aftermath of the war has made it
clear that the anti-war movement was
right all along. This was never a war of
liberation. This was a war of occupation
in order to secure US domination over
Iraq’s and the Middle East’s oil wealth.

The Socialist Alliance is proud to have
played an important role in the Stop the
War Coalition. We have seen the biggest
ever demonstrations against war in this
country. These in turn helped to inspire
popular opposition to the war across the
world. We came near to pulling Blair out
of the war. Now he is seeking revenge by
smearing Goeorge Galloway and with
him the whole anti-war movement.

George Galloway did more than any
other Labour MP to raise opposition to the
bloody war on Iraq across Britain and
beyond. He rightly pointed the finger of
blame for the slaughter in Iraq at Bush and
Blair and consistently demanded the war
be stopped. He told the truth and that’s
why the Labour Party has suspended him.

The Socialist Alliance will be proud to
help defend George Galloway against the
witch-hunting of him in the press, the
Labour Party and the establishment.
