FROM CANOE TO MOTORBOAT

Two part article discussing the fishing industiry.

A close look at the situation
surrounding Aboriginal fish-
ing enterprises in Arnhenm
Land bringe to light a number
of factors which should be
studied, evaluated and acted
upon,

Before going into detail regarding our own problems and the
similar problems of other coastal missions and settlements
in the Top-End, it is worthwhile having a look at some basic
facts in the history of fishing as an industry,{ in other
words an employer of labour and economically viable),

Fishing, as with many industries in recent years, has accel-
erated technologically at an incredible rate since the end

of the second world war, when many advances were made under
military pressure in the fields of engineering, electronics
and ahe applied sciences .

The industry, on a world wide
scale has been quick to util-
ise.the benefits of advanced
radioc equipment, radar, echo
sounding and sonar equipment.

The design of fishing vessels ( in all 8lasses ) has evolved
and improved to accomodate new techniques and equipment,

The bulk of the worlds fish production comes from countries
who have taken part in these advances, necessarily, because
of the enormous populations requiring high protein foods.
There are still many countries with large populations who

do not have the benefit of a highly efficient, ' new-style®
fishery and who, consequently, have to import product if

they can afford it, or as is often the case, go without.

This problem is being worked on in a very realistic way by
the Food and Agricultural Organisation of the United Nations
{ F.A.0.), who operate a system where all member countries
make a contribution to a general fund according to their
economic situation, This money is used in turn ito aid the
development of emerging and less privel ged nations of
People (interesting parralells here } in all kinds of indust-~
ry. Obviously , agriculture and fishing are of paramount con-
cern and occupy much of the effort of the organisation.

Readers are probably wondering at this stage just what all
this has to do with places like Maningrida.... It has a great
deal to do with it because these places are amky one small
part of Australia and it is the national fishing situation
which will have the most direct effect on what soccurs here
and in turn, what happens in Australia will be greatly
determined by developments in the rest of the world.

before engine power of verious kinds was introduced, sail
power and oars were used and this has thrown back even to this
day where we often see the salling boat configuration ( two
masts, wheelhouse aft etc. ) being employed in the newest of
boats.

The important point to remember is that in nearly all fishing
countries, the fisheries and methods employed tend to have
grown from humble beginnings and the labour available has
stabilised itself with skills in keeping with the work inv-
clved.,

There are exceptions to tnis of course,

one of the main ones being the comparitively
recent development of the prawning indusiry in
North Australian waters. This now important indusiry still
has many problems, cne of the main ones being the shortage

of really skilled labour, because the fishery has been
instigated on such a large scale , rather than having been
developed and grown to iis present scale over a longer period.

There is no doubt that fishing as an occupation is pre- emin
ently suited to the labour available on missions and settle-
ments, but to what extent we should develcp the industries
and at what pace is a matter of conjecture. The problems
that we have are diverse. In some places too much has been
done and too much money spent without. a definate aim in
sight. In other places virtually nothing has been done del-
iberately and yet the fish is coming in, be i1 in small
guantities and there is foundation for a gmall industry.
There are common problems, such as boat and engine mainten-
ance, suitability of boats, isclation involving excessive
freight costs, availability of ready markets and a shortage
of back-up skilled personell. These are things I will discuss
in next weeks Mirage. ( with the xind permission of the Editor )
